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INTRODUCTORY NOTICE.

THE absence of any elementary work calculated to
afford to the English Student that assistance in the
acquisition of Malayalam, for which in most languages
a Delectus or such like manual is now available, and
the acknowledged utility of the volume of Telugu Se-
lections compiled by Mr. J. C. Morris, induced me to
- undertake the compilation of the following work.

The book is divided into four parts — 1st. Stories
2nd. Official papers 3rd. Dialogues 4th. Vocabulary.

The Stories, to each of which a grammatical analysis
is appended, while to the first thirty-five an English
translation is likewise affixed, are merely a Malayalam
version of the 70 stories contained in Mr. Morris’ Book.

The Official Papers are mostly selected from papers
procured by me from Malabar, translated and analysed
by myself; and are intended as an aid towards the
acquisition of the style used in Official business, which
in Malayalam, as in the other languages of India, differs
considerably from that found in books.

The Dialogues are principally translated from those
in Mr. Morris’ work ; a few pages, which have reference
to Revenue matters, having been altered to correspond
with the state of things existing in Malabar.

The Vocabulary has been added to the work at the
suggestion of the Rev. J. M. Fritz and J. Huber, Basle
Missionaries of Calicut, to whom it was referred for a
report on its merits. It may at first sight appear to be
a superfluous addition, considering the copiousness of
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the grammatical analysis; but it will probably be found
convenient for reference, and will render the use of the
Dictionary to a certain degree unnecessary for the study
of this manual.

Reference is made throughout the grammatical analy-
sis to the Malayalam Grammar published by the an
Josern PEET.

It remains for me to acknowledge the liberal patron-
age accorded to the work by the Government of Madras
and by His Highness the Rajah of Travancore.

included in the assessment register, without paying the Govern-
ment dues; and with reference to the counter Petition of the
said Raman Menon denying the charge preferred against him
by the Adhikari, and directing me to measure the lands in
question and to forward an accouut of the same to your office
with my opinion on the subject, I have measured the lands in
the presence of the said’ Adhikari, the Mookhyastars and the
cultivators of the neighbouring lands, and have drawn out an
account, which is herewith submitted, with the signatures of
the persons above referred to.

From the investigation held by me and from an inspection
of the public accounts, I find that as stated in the Adhikari’s
report the aforesaid Raman Menon has for several years past

enjoyed the lands referred to‘l woit‘hqnt paying the Government
dues; that in the years ::‘os’_tno__':ws,*n when the Government as-

sessments were made these lands either owing to the connivance
of the public servants or from an oversight were omitted in the
assessment accounts, and I submit that this circumstance
should be brought to the notice of the Collector in order that

The Duffadar attached to the preventive estahlishment and
the Mookhiyastars of Tenoor Desham in the Mangara Amsham
of this Talook having reported to me that they had received
information of the circumstance of smuggled Tobacco being
concealed in the hut of the 1st. Defendant, who works at the
gate of Chamangote Ittinan Nair one of the abovementioned
Mookiyastars, and that the hut in question had been searched
by the Duffadarand Mookiyastars in the presence of Witnesses
at 5 o clock on the evening of the 4th. Instant, when the 1st De-
fendant produced from his hut 11 bags containing 112 bundles
of Tobacco and delivered them to them; and that the accused
and the Tobacco have been forwarded to the Cutcherry; and
the report in question having reached me about 9 oclock on the
night of the 5th. Instant at too late an hour for commencing the
investigation of the casc I examined the accused and the Wit-
nesses on the following day, and weighed the Tobacco in
question which was found to be in weight 7 Toolams 75 Palams
and of the value of Rupees 65—4—2. The prisoner on being
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examined stated that one night during his absence from his hut
a second party by the order of a third brought the Tobacco and
delivered it to the fourth of the parties accused.

The 1st and 2nd. Witnesses deposed that upon their appre-
hending the prisoner upon the information they bad received,
he produced from his hut the Tobacco in question and delivered
it to them, and they stated that the 2nd. and 3rd. of the parties
accused are cognizant of the matter.

On persusal of the proceedings held in the case, bemg of
opinion that the charge of having received and secured smuggled
Tobacco had been established against the prisoner and as tbe 1st
and 2nd. Witnesses prove that the prisoner produced from
his hut and delivered to them a large quantity of Tobacco, I
accordingly on the 5th. Instant, forwarded to the Sub-Criminal
Court of Calicut the prisoner and Witnesses with the record of
the case and one Palam of Tobatco as a sample and the usual
report; copies of the report in" question and of the other pro-
ceedings specified in the-enclosed list are herewith transmitted.

I have issued a Takeed to the Amsham and am adopting other
measures for the apprehension of the 3rd. Defendant who
brought the Tobacco in question (to the house of the 1st.
Defendant) and of the 2nd and 4th Defendants, the former of
whom appears to have assisted the 3rd. Defendant.

- Immediately on their apprehension I will éxamine them and al-
so the Mookhiyastars in regard to their having made a favourable
report regarding the prisoner and will inform you of the same.

~. On the 4th. August last, I addressed to your Honor an Urzee
No. 225, informing you of my having received a report that one
Pooventalay Choyee residing in Vadakey Ottoopara in the.
Kaipooram Desham of the Nadoovatam Aasham in the Talook
under my charge, had died from the effects of an assault com-
mitted upon him by one Tekay Ottoopara Velloo and certain
other persons, while he was watching modan crops, and also
of my having immediately deputed Vishwa Nadiah my sub--
officer to institute enquiries into the matter. 2 -

On reaching the spot, the sub-officer disinterréd the body,
of the deceased, drew up an inquest paper, and examined
Mooni the wife of the deceased, her son Velloo, the Mookhi-
yastars, the Native Doctor, and all such other persons as he
deemed necessary to examine in the case. He then forwarded
the proceedings with his report, which I received on the 21st.’
Instant, and Whlch are herewith submltted for your Honor’s
information. :
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On reference to these documents, it appears that in the month
of Karkidagam, the deceased was attacked with fever in the
1st. instance and subsequently with lockjaw and was confined
to his bed for 15 days, and that he died on the 27th. of the same
month. It is not however shown that the death of the deceased
is to be attributed to the effects of blows received by him in a
quarrel with the aforesaid Velloo.

The Paramba in which the deceased lived is the property of
Chattarryatta Nambooddri, and the abovementioned Velloo
possessing a mortgage claim thereon, allowed the deceased
who had married his daaghter to live in it.

On the extinction of the heirs of the said Chattarriyatta
Nambooddry’s family, one Vayacoonnuta Nambooddri attempt-
ed to take possession of the estate, upon which Aragoomparatta
Nambooddri alleged that he was the proper person to succeed
to it. While matters were in this state, the death of the de-
ceased occurred, and his son wanting to bury him in the above
Paramba, on the ground that it had been mortgaged to the
deceased during his life time by Aragoomparatta Nambooddri,
Velloo the abovementioned mortgagee prevented him from do-
ing so, upon which the charge in question has been got up
against him by the Aragoomparatta Nambooddri to forward the
views of the son of the deceased. I do not however entertain
any suspicion against the accused, and I accordingly bring the
circumstances of the case to your Honor’s notice.

From the Head of Police of Palghaut Talook
to the Head Assistant Magistrate of Malabar.

On my way to Peroovamba Amsham upon duty on the 25th.
November last one Krishna verbally. reported to me that on
the previous Monday evening about ten oclock about 10 or 15
robbers came to his house; that three of them seized his nephew,
who was lying down on the Western Pial of the house; that he
hearing the alarm raised by his nephew went outside to see
what was the matter, upon which one of the robbers seized him
by the throat and directed him to bring money; that at this
juncture the neighbours aroused by the noise came to the spot
upon which the robbers ran away without entering the house or
plundering the property; that it was one Chatoo who seized him
by the throat; and that he suspected P. Raman, C. Chengaran
and V. Kelloo to have been among the robhers. I thereupon

52
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examined the complainant and P. Raman whose attendance
was procured, and issned an order to Vencata Ramayan the sub-
officer to proceed to the spot and make enquiries into the
matter.

The sub-officer having accordingly proceeded to the place,
examined nine persous and having incorporated with the pro-
ceedings of the case areport made by the Kinashérri Amsham
Menon and Mookhiyastars forwarded the proceedings to me
with his report, which reached me on the 2nd. December last.

Having perused the record on the same day I examined C.
Chengaran who was then apprehended.

It will be observed from the proceedings that the 1st. and 2nd.
Defendants do not admit the charge. It is however clear that
the assertion of the complainant that robbers came to his house
is correct; and it appears that the Defendants are persons of
bad character.

The evidence however is insufficient to subject them to pu-
nishment and the complainant has stated that he has no Witness-
es consequently I have not caused the apprehension of V. Kelloo
and Chatoo but have dismissed the charge and released P.
Réaman and C. Chengaran who had been apprehended. I here- .
with forward all the proceedings connected with the case for
your consideration.

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Are you the Menon of the Am-
sham ?

Yes, I am.

How long have you performed the
duty of Menon ¢

I have performed it since the death
of my father 10 years ago.

Are yOl; well acquainted with the
state of affairs in this Amsham ?

As I have lived in it since my birth,
I know every thing regarding it.

‘What is the extent of land attached
to this Amsham ?

The whole extent of land attached
to this Amsham is 10,000 Pirahs

How many Pirahs are at present
in a state of cultivation ?

Five thousand Parahs are at present
under cultivation, the remainder
of land is at present uncultivated.

Is the revenue collected from the
Ryots in money or kind ?

Sir, it is customary to collect the
revenue in money from all lands.
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At what rate is the Government
revenue collected upon the pro-
duce of lands ?

The Government revenue is collect-
ed at the rate of 14 fanams upon
a piece of land sowing one Parah.
On a piece of land the revenue
of which is assessed at 10 fanams,
the Government collects from
the Ryots. 2 fanams on account
of the Rajah’s share.

When was this system of collecting
revenue and Rajah’s dues esta-
blished and by whom ?

The revenue was fixed at the above-
mentioned rate by Tippoo Sultan
when he was ruler of the Country,
and it has been continued by
the Company’s Government. The
custom of levying the Rajah’s
share at the rate of two fanams
upon every ten fanams of revenue
was established after the assump-
tion of the Couritry by the Com-
pany’s Government. '

When do the rains generally com-

mence in this Country ¢

They generally commence in the

beginning of May and continue
until October. :
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How many tanks are there in your
Amsham ?

There are no tauks. In consequence
of the rains in this Count.y con-
tinuing without intermission for
six months, there is no occasion
for tanks.

How many crops do the wet lands
in your Amshem yield during
the year?

Some yield one crop and others
two. The land which produces
one crop is called Ariri nilamand
that which produces two Kéldyi-
nilam.

‘When do the Ryots begin to culti-
vate their wet lands ?

In the end of January they plough
and manure the fields, and after
they are well moistened with
rain they sow their seeds.

When do they transplant the young
paddy ¢

This process generally takes place

from the beginning of April to
the end of May.

How often do they water the crops?
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When are the crops generally ripe ¢

In the month of January when
they cut and store them.

When is Modan sown ?

From the 25th. of April to the 15th.
of May.

Are there any other grains besides
Modan cultivated in your Am-
sham ?

Gingely is cultivated there. It is
sown in August.

Is the Modan transplanted ?

No, It does not require transplant-
ation.
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What are the different kinds of
land in your Amsham, and how
do they yield ?

There are three kinds in my Am-
sham. They are divided into 1st.
Class, 2nd. Class, and 3rd. Class.
The 1st. Class yields 20 fold, the
2nd. I5 fold, and the 3rd. 10 fold,
thus in a good season a land of
the 1st. sort yields with it's two
crops 40 Parahs, one of the 2nd.
sort 30 Parahs, and one of the
3rd. sort 20 Parahs.

How is the revenue assessed and
collected on the gingely, Modan,
and such like crops ?

The lands are first measured and
an estimate made of the produce,
it is then assessed at the rate of
two fanams on a land of ten Pa-
rahs, and the revenue is collected
in money.
