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1. Complaints have been numerous from both teachers
and pupils that the former editions of this grammar were
exceedingly difficult to understand. It has therefore been
carefully and fully revised, a large part of it re-written,
the whole of it re-arranged, and considerable additions
have been made, so that it is now almost a new work.
Besides this, an explanatory translation has heen given.
It is hoped that the work as it now stands will be found
adapted to use in schools, and that most of the obscurities
before complained of will have disappeared. One of the
most perplexing of these was the difficulty of determining
what were indeclinables (@0qywemacs) and what were not,
on which subject the editor has endeavoured by a rigorous
application of the definition to make the doctrine clear.
And it may here be stated that the doctrine, on this point,
of this smaller grammar is that of Dr. Gundert’s large
Grammar, but distinctly stated and strictly carried out.
Of course for the work as it now stands, the reviser alone
must be considered responsible. .

2. Those accustomed to the grammars of European
tongues only, must remember that Malaydlam, belonging
to quite another family of languages, must necessarily pre-
sent many contrasts to the grammatical systems with which
they have hitherto been familiar. The very fact that
there are only three parts of speech in the language
instead of nine, is one of those contrasts, and the cause

of many others still more startling. For the usages by
which the language is enabled to dispense with adject-
ives and adverbs, the reader may consult among other
places the questions on adnounal participles and ques-
tions 221 and 238 seqq. and for those by which the
want of prepositions and conjunctions is supplied ques-
tions 268 and 310 seqq. So in analysing sentences it
will be found that the use of nouns and verbs to supply
the place of other parts of speech often makes the number
of sentences in a Malaydlam period greater than it would
be in an English period expressing the same ideas, since
every verb which has a separate subject, makes a separate
sentence, either principal orsubordinate. This is the only
rule that can be relied on in the analysis of Malayalam
sentences. Nor can it be confined as in English, to finite
verbs, for the genius of the language tends to long periods
in which one solitary finite verb comes at the end only.

3. The examples in the original work from their
brevity and the ambiguity caused by want of their con-
text were often very difficult to translate, and some ren-
derings will no\doubt be found capable of amendment.

4. Many errors escaped notice till it was too late
to correct them. These are noticed in the errata, and it
© is requested that the corrections indicated may be made
before the work is used.

COMPOUND WORDS.
208. What is a compound word ?
Several words joined together to express a single notion
are called a compound word; the one which comes first
is called the former-member, that which comes after,
the latter-member of the compound.

209. What is the form assumed by the former-member
of the compound noun?
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Most nouns assume the crude-form, when they stand as

the former-member of a compound,

Ex : ti-kkal (=firestone, flint), nari-ppal (=tiger-tooth), mazha-
kkélam (=the rainy season), pen-kula (= woman-killing),
ul-ttér (=the ‘internal flower’, the mind), rd-kkan (= the night-
éye, i, e, the owl), pild-v-ila (=a jack-tree-leaf). In these the
crude-forms ‘t’, ‘nari’, ‘mazha’, ‘pen’, ‘ul’, trd’, ‘pild’ stand as
the first members of the compounds.

210. Must the former-member of a compound always be
a noun?

No, The adverbial past participle sometimes forms the
former-member of a compound.

Ex: atichchu-tali (=sprinkling after sweeping), tinti-kkuli
(= washing after defilement).

211. What form do nouns ending in‘an’‘am’ assume, when
they become the former-members of a compound
noun ?

‘N’ and ‘m’ are sometimes elided,

Ex: mara-kkalam (=& wooden bowl), kdttAla-pati (=the prince
of the forest tribes).

" And sometimes not.

Ex: Chéramén-nitu (=the country of Cherumén), muzha-kal
(=knee), kulang-ngara (=the bank of a tank).

212. When ‘an’ ‘am’ are elided and the latter-member
of the compound begins with a vowel, what is the
usage?

The usage varies in this case.
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Ex: nila-anjanam (=a blue lotus), kala-v-ara (=a granary-room),
mada-y-na (=a rutting elephant), velichch-enna (=lamp-oil),
Kru shn-dttam (=the drama of Krishna).

In some cases when a vowel follows @’ and ‘m’ are
not elided.

Ex: panayam-6la (=a palmyra cadjan), R&m&n-é";ﬁm (=the
drama of Rama).*

213. Does augmentation ever occur in compound nouns?
Yes. The former memher is often augmented by ‘an’,
iam’, m' or ‘m’,

Ex: tekkan-kdyyru (=south-wind), ponn-ezhuttan-chéla (=a
cloth figured with gold), malan-puli (=a hill-tiger), panan-kula
(=4 bunch of palmyra fruit), pin-tén (=the honey of flowers),
chuntang-ga (= chuntan-kkdy) (=the fruit of the prickly night-
shade or ‘chunta’).

( In these the unaugmented former-members are ‘tekk’,
‘ponn-ezhuttu’, ‘mala’, ‘pana’, pt’ and fchunta’ respect-
ively).

214. Can the substituted-form be used as the former

member of a compound noun?

It can, and in various ways (senses).

Ex: kivalatt-ila (= a leaf of the kfivalam); van-kitt-dna (=an
elephant of the great forest). :
drru-vellam (=river-water); fzhad-dwipu (=the island of
Ceylon).
kizhakkin-puram (=the eastern side); Attin-pdl (=goat’s
milk,

* Such instances are rave, generally the former-member of a
compound word loses all signs of case.
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215. Does the affix ¢’ ever ecur in compound nouns as
an augment?
Yes; it is used in many ways in composition.
Ex: ndlu ndlé-ppani (=four days’ work); orintatté-anubhavam
(=one year’s enjoyment).
annatté-ratri (=that day night); munpatté-ppdle (=as
before).
ravilatté-bhakshanam (=morning’s meal).
216. s there any peculiarity in the use of pure Malayalam
abstract nouns in composition?
Yes; the affizes ‘ma), ‘@, ‘am’, ‘kkam’, ‘pw’, ‘ppr’, be-
tokening the abstract noun, are dropped, and the plain
verbal root is used to qualify the noun following.*
Thus above said ‘nanme’ (=nalma) becomes in com-
position ‘nal’,
Ex: nal-kulam (=a good tank), nal-cherukkan (= a good boy).
The abstract noun ‘vanpu' (= greatness, might), ocours
in composition as ‘van’.
Ex: van-katal (=the mighty ocean), van-kitu (=a great forest)

217. In such cases does the vowel of the root ever under-
go any change?
It is sometimes lengthened. *
Ex: chév-ati (=beautiful foot); kér-iyam (=black lead); pér-il
(=the large kind of banyan tree); Ar-uyir (=‘dear life’ i.e.
friend).

* These may also be taken as verbal roots used in composition
with the force of adnounal participles.

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218. Does the root in these cases ever receive any
augmentation ?
Some roots are augmented by ‘am’ ‘in’' and other affixes
* of composition,
Ex: ilan-tala (=ilam-tala) (= a young bud); karin-kal (= karin-
kal) (=the black rock, granite).* :
219. Does duplication ever occur as a means of compo-
sition?
Duplication occurs not only in the cases mentioned in
answer No. 51, but also after words ending in a vowel
in ‘y’ and in ‘o’ 1’ and other liguids, provided that
the following member commences with a surd.

220. Should compound nouns be divided in parsing? !
No. How many soever words a compound noun may
consist of, the whole should be parsed as one noun,

Thus: sdma-ddn-ddi-Sriman-niti-sdstra-karttékkal [(= the aun-
thors of the auspicious branches of policy of which conciliation
and giving (are) the first] should not be separated, but parsed
as One compound noun.
221. What is to be remarked concerning the parsing of
the various words used to qualify nouns?

* Jtum’ and ‘karim’ may also be regarded as obsolete forms

of the future adnounal participle. (see qq. 216, 217.)
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Some discrimination is ré'quired for their parsing,
Some, as shewn ahove in answer 220, are roots joined in
composition; these therefore should not be parsed sepa-

rately.
Others again (as shewn in the answer on Adnounal

Participles, qu. 147.) are adnounal participles of verbs.

Ex: velutta vastram (=a white cloth, lit. a cloth which

has become white).

Here the noun ‘paksham’ (=agreeability) the verb ‘4y’ (=having

become), the verb ‘ulla’ (=which is) and the noun qualified,

‘vakku' (=speech), should each be parsed separately; ‘paksha-

méyulla vikku’ is not a compound, but consists of four separato

words. ‘

222. Why is it necessary to join together the several

words in this way in order to express a single attri-
bute?
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It is hacauss Malayilam pt;ésesses no adjectives; pa-
kshamayulla' (though (ransiated agreeable’) is not an
adjective; it can be divided into three several words,

each of which has its own parsing.

Are there any compound verbs”

A sentence is that which arises from combining several

words, 8o as to express a complete notion,
Ex: mukti siddhichchu [= (eternal) liberation was accom-

plished]; kdmam kalan (=lust is death).

SUBJECT, PREDICATE AND OBJECT.
225. How many words are necessary to form a sentence?
One to express the subject and another to express the
predicate. Thus at least two words must be contained

(expressed or understood) in every sentence.

Ex: nf pé (= go thou); pé (=go).

226. What are the subject and predicate?
The subject is the word which expresses that, concern-
ing which we speak, It is also the nominative of the
finite verb of the sentence.
Ex: Kélaﬁ nallavan (= Kélan is a good man); in this ‘Kélan’
is the subject.
The predicate is the word which expresses the action
(done or suffered) or the attribute ete. assigned to
the subject.
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Ex: Kélan nallavan; Réman jayichchu (=Rdman conquered).
In these ‘nallavan’ (=a good man) and ‘jayichchu’ (= conquered)

are the predicates.

227. 1Is not a third member sometimes necessary in a

sentence ?

i) If the predicate is a transitive verh, a word to
expross the object (that which suffers the action) is
TDecessary.
Ex: Saumitri vitihétrane jvalippichchitu (= Saumitri kindled
the sacrificial fire).
il,) If the predicate is a noun, the copula may he added
as part of the predicate. The copula is some part of
the verb «ikunnu’ (be, become) or its negative ‘alla’,

Ex: Kélan nallavan ‘4kunnu’ (= Kélan is a good man),
228. What is the agent?
The agent is the word which expresses the doer of the

action shewn by the verb. (As the agent is generally
made the nominative to the verb, the subject is some-
times called the agent).

Ex: Saumitri vitihotrane jvalippichchitu (= Saumitri kindled
the sacrificial fire); in this, the subject ‘Saumitri’ is also the

agent,

229. Is the agent always the subject?
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Noj because when the predicate is a verb in the pass-
ive, the object is nominative to the verb and thus the

subject of the sentence.

Ex: Kir4dtanal mrn‘i’gam kollappettd (= the beast was killed
by the savage); in this ‘mrd gam’ is not the agent, but still

it is the subject and stands in the nominative case.
230. Shew how the subject is sometimes left merely
understood.
In the expression ‘pé’ (=go), although there is the
meaning of ‘ni p§’ (=go thou), the mi’ (= thou) need
not be expressed, ‘P¢’ (= go) itself is a complete sen-
tence.
So, in the sentence ‘varum ennu parayunnu’ [:(they)
say that (%e) will come}, the meening i8 ‘jananggal
parayunnu' (=people say), It is in such cases that
the subject is left understood.
231. " Does it ever happen that the predicate is also left
merely understood ?
It often happens, in such collocations as ‘atu kontu
entu phalam?’ |- what (is) the use of that?], the verb
‘untw’ (=is) which is the predicate is usually not ex-
pressad; so, in ‘saukhyamé ninggalkku 7l (=are you well?
lit, Aealth to you? )the meaning if fully expressed would
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be ‘saukhyamunt6? (=is there health? ete.); in “han
anggottn’ (=1 thither), ‘pokum’ (= will go) is under-
stood; in ‘enggu?’ (=lit. whither—whither are you go-
ing ?) hoth subject and predicate are understood.

232. Do cases occur of the object beingleft understood?

233. How may several subjeets, predicates or objects

By heing formed into & compound word,
Tx: Brahma Vishnu Girifanmar mivarum ezhunnelli (=Brahma
Vishnu and Siva all three proceeded on their way); in this,
the three subjects ‘Brahma, Vishnu, and Girfsan’ ave united

into one compound word having one plural afix ‘mar’,
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‘Kri tydkrd tyangnzal iva® (=these are the things we should
do, and these we should not do); in this, the two words
“kru tyam’ and ‘akru tyam’ arc united into one compound word
by the plural affix ‘angngal’, and stand as the predicates.
‘R4ma Lakshmananméré chenni etirérru’ (=he went and
met Réma and Lakshmanaj in this, the two objects ‘Réama and
Lakshmana’ are formed into one compound word by the plural
accusative affix ‘méré’

If verbs, they may be joined:

i) By being put into the infinitive with cum’ followed
by the requisite ‘cheyyunnu’ (=do) ete.

Ex: kulikkayum japikkayum cheyyunnatu nityakarmmdnush-
tdnam tanné (=to wash ourselves and say our prayers are
perpetual daily duties); in this ‘kulikkayum Jjapikkayum
cheyyunnatu’ (=to wash ourselves and say our prayers) are
the subjects.

Those words which exhibit the accidents attendant
upon the predicate, subject or ohject are called ad-

(Subj.) ‘bhimipan’ Sudarfanan vichirichehu (=king Sudarsa-
nan thought).

In the above ‘telivil’ [ = clearly (lit. in or with elear-
ness), ‘bhiimipan’, and ‘onnu’ are adjunets.

235. How. may adjuncts be divided?
Tnto those relating to the subject called adjuncts of the
_gubject, those relating to the predicate called adjuncts
of the predicate, and those relating to the ohject called
adjuncts of the object. -
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236. What may adjuncts of the predicate be?
They may be either (1) single words or (2) several
words not forming a sentence or sub-sentence (see 242)
or (\3) sub-sentences (phrases).

A sub-sentence (phrase) is that which has its own sepa-
rate subject and predicate, but its verb is not finite,

N. B. The verbs which are adjuncts must 720¢ have a subject
different from that of the principal verb, otherwise they become
sub-sentences.
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248. What are the four kinds of sub-sentences?
i.) Those formed with verbal or participial nouns.

Ex: kalmasham dkunnatu dharmmatte ‘marakkayil’ (=im-
purity (¢8) that which acerues by our forgetting duty).
il.) Those formed with adverbial or adnounal participles.

These are always formed by some of the infinitive forms

dear].
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249. What is a principal sentence?
A principal sentence is that on some word in which a
sub-sentence or dependent sentence depends.

Ex: In the above sentences (242), kalmasham dkunnatu (=evil
is that which accrues); ‘Aruméyilla (—there was none); nin
péyituvan (= I will go); pizha varum (—a fault will be com-
mitted); pollita phalam varum (=evil fruit will come) ete. are
principal sentences to the sub-setences depending on certain word
in them.

250. What are sub-adjuncts?
Sub-adjuncts are exactly the same as adjuncts except
in their use, which is to qualify an adjunct or some
word in an adjunct of more than one word.

Ex: kdntane anwdéshichchum kantarangugahlenam (=she
sought her husband through all the forests), in this ‘ellim’
(=all) is a sub-adjunct. Vanintare pukkanéram perinpinpu
vannatuttu (= at the time when she enterd the forest a great
serpent approached her); in this ‘yanéntare’ (—in the forest)
and ‘pukka’ (—when she entered) are sub-adjuncts.

251. Hew are several adjuncts or sub-adjuncts joined ?

They are joined like subjects and predicates by the parti-
cle cum’ and in the various other ways mentioned in
answer 233,
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Ex: anparil vanpum munpum ulla nf (- thou art the most power=
ful and chief of generous beings); Bhattatiri ennum Sémétiri
ennum Akkittiri ennum ingngane ulla pérukal (—the names
Bhattatiri ete., lit. the names which are in this fashion, say-

ing Bhattatiri etc.)

Ex: avan sundaran (— he is a handsome man); aval sundari
(=she is a handsome woman); here as in ‘avan sundaran’ the
subject ‘avan’ (=he) is masculine 8rd pers., sing, and the pre-
dicate ‘sundaran’ (= a handsome man) is also masculine, 8rd
pers., sing.; there is said to be agreement (or concord) between
them. So in the other sentences it may be shlevm that the

subject and predicate thus agree in gender and number.
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2, Besides this, the agreement between the noun and
pronoun which stands instead of it, is another kind of

concord,
Ex: ‘itu enie kutira’ [=this (i8 )my horse]; here ‘kutira’ (=horse)
is neuter 8rd pers.singular, and the pronbun ‘itu’ which stands

for it, is also neuter 3rd pers. sing.

254. Is agreement always strictly observed?
Agreement ig not always strictly observed.

would be unidiomatic (lit. is not wanted) the neuter ‘nannu’
should be used (is enough).

255. What is dependence?
The employment of a particular case depending upon

some verb or noun,

Ex: avan Rimane ayachchu (= he sent Rdman); inthis, the
accusative ‘Rdmane’ depends upon the verb ‘ayachchu’; in this
way all cases except the nominative when subject to a verb,

depend upon some noun or verb.,
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256. Does the nominative ever occur in a dependent re-
lation?
The nominative is used dependently to express place,
quantity, time, and manner,
i.) (Place.) Ex: sénayé mdlu ‘dikkum’ ayachchu (= he sent
troops to all the four quarters); here ‘dikku’ (= quarter) a

nominative is used toexpress place and depends upon the verb
‘ayachchu’ (= sent).

ii.)(Quantity.) Ex : pattu ‘y6jana’ chdtuvan (=I will leap ten lea-
gues); araviral ‘dzham’ murikil (=if one be wounded to the
depth of half a finger), :

iii.) (Time.) Ex: ‘pakal’ kakkunnavane ‘ratri’ kantdl (= if one
sees at night one whe steals in the day time).
iv.) (Manner.) Ex: karayum bhdvam ninndn (=he stood after
the manner of one who weeps, lit. will weep).
The indeclinable ‘¢’ is frequently added.
Ex:‘ddramé’ chennu (=he went to a distance).
Again in the case of the name of inanimate objects,
the nominative is used dependently for the object.
Ex: pasukkal ‘pullu’ tinnunnu (= cows eat grass).

257. 'What are the uses of the accusative?
It depends upon the verh as the object.

Ex: ‘enné’ tanggi (= he held me up, or supported me).
But accusatives are sometimes found depending upon
intransitive verbs.
Ex: ‘avaré’ akannu [=he removed (from) them].
‘dévané’ kippi [=he joined his hands, i. e. made adoration
(to) the god].
‘enné’ pirinnu [= they separated (from) me].
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258. Can two accusatives be used with one verb?
Two acousatives may be used with a verb governing
two objects.

Ex: ‘4ytiné enné’ upadesichchu (= he taught me that); ‘avané
yamalékatté’ plikichchu (=he caused him to enter the world of
death).

259. Can an accusative depend upon a noun?

The accusative is sometimes found depending upon
nouns of liking and disliking,
Ex: dréyum priyam illa [=there is no love (in fis mind for)
any one]; nammé kirullér [=those (in whose hearts) there
is affection (for) us]; nammé dwésham untu [= there is anger
(in his heart against) us]. : :
960. What are the uses of the instrumental case?
The instrumental case is used as 1.the agent of a verb
in the passive voice, and to denote 2. ability, 3. the
cause, 4. the instrument, and 5. part or portion; also
8. for the place of motion.

Ex: 1. (Agent of the passive voice.) Kérala bhiimi Parasurdma-
nil patakkappettu (= the land of Kérala was created by
Parasurima),

complished by me).
3. (Cause.) artthattdl valippam (= power because of wealth).

263. What is to be observed respecting the ablative?

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264. How is the ablative used?
The ablative is used chiefly to express the following
. three senses, viz: 1. the place from which motion takes

place; 2. distance; and 3. source or origin.
Ex: 1. (Motion from a place.) ‘vazhiyil ninnu’ ozhika (=move
from the way); @namélninnu irangngi (=he descended from
the back of the elephant),
2. (Distance.) ‘marattilninnu arakkdtam diram (=half a lea-
gue from the tree).

265. How is the genitive used?
The genitive is a form used in composition; it does
not depend upon & verb but upon a noun; its principal
uses are the following, viz: to express 1.the source or
origin; 2. the controller or possessor; 8. the object of
reference,
Ex: 1. (Source or origin.) ‘marattinre’ kdya (=the fruit of
the tree); ‘rdjivinre’ putran (=the king’s son).
2. (Controller.) ‘Pdndavaruté’ ndtu (=the country of the Pén-
dava princes).
3. (Object of Reference.) ‘uruppikayuté’ vikku [=the mention

of (or what was mentioned about) the rupee].
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266, How is the locative used? :
The locative is used in the following ten senses, viz:

to indicate 1. the support or recipient (i.e. that on
or in which any thing is oris placed); 2. contiguous place
(place at ornear); 3. place towards or into which motion
takes place; 4. time; 5, the object towards which feel-
ing is directed; 6. the object of fear or anxiety; 7. com-
parison; 8, control or possession; 9, manner or quality;
10. apportionment.

Ex: 1. (Support or Recipient.) ‘chumalil’ ammayé etuttu (= he
took his mother on his shoulders).

‘pizhayitavankal’ pizhachumatti (= he laid the fault on him
who had not offended).

2, (Contiguous place.) dbharananngal ‘méril’ anannu (=he put the
ornaments on her breast); ‘katavinkal’ nilkka (=stand at the
door).

Ex: ‘akattu’ chennu (=he went in); ‘vittu’ pani (=work in
house-building); nanné ‘diratt’ akunnu (=he removed to a

great distance).

Ex: rédjyam rdjavindl pélikkappetunnu (= the kingdom is
governed by the king); and ‘kataldssu tuni kontu untdkkiyatu’
(=paper is made of cloth). In these, as the objects of the actions,
‘réjyam’ (=kingdom)and ‘“kataldssu’ (=paper) are in the nomi-
native case and stand as the subjects to the verbs ‘plikka-
ppetunnu’ (= is governed) and ‘untékkiyatu’ (=is made),
those verbs are said to be used passively, and may be called
passive verbs.

303. Is the auxiliary verb ‘petuka’ (=suffer) the only

means of expressing a passive sense?

No, various auxiliaries are used, and gometimes though
rarely even the ordinary transitive verb without an auxi-

liary.

Ex: pina pottichchu pbyi (=the pot broke, or was broken);
