This is a rare Sandegakavya with an equally rare com-
mentary written in metricak form. The subject matter of
the work in brief is this :— A certain Saiva devotee who had
been in enjoyment of Advaitdnanda resulting from his happy
union with Bhakti as his inseparable consort was, from the
effect of his previous Karma, forced to be separated from his
beloved spouse. The pang of separation making his life un-
bearable, he yearns to be united once again with Bhakti, He
then makes a Hamsa (swan) of his own mind, and sends
through it a message of love to his beloved whe is living far
away in the abode of Siva. At the very outset of the work,
the author attributes the illusion caused by the attachment
towards worldly affairs as the reason for the separation,

Nothing has been kunown about the author of this

work or of its metrical commentary. His Highness Visakham
Tirunal Maharaja who was interested in Sanskrit studies and
himself a great scholar wrote about this work as follows :—

not be found out, is quite of a different nature. The subject
is a philosophical one. It is probable that some rival poet of
the Vaishpava Vedantacarya has written this, as he (the
Vedantacarya) has composed a Nataka named “Sankalpa-
suryodaya” to match the Prabodhacandrodaya”, (J. R. A.

As the present work treats of a philoso-
phical subject in poetic form and is accompunied by a
metrical commentary, it is placed before the public as the first
instalment, :
