St. John tells us
of a wedding at Cana in Galilee to
which Jesus, Mary and the Apostles
were invited. At the wedding the wine
ran short. The poor bridal couple be-
caine grea,'tly distressed and knew not
from whom to'seek counsel and assistance,
What does Mary do? Does'she perhaps
think ““This is no concern of mine. I can_
not help.” No. As soon as she notices
the embarrassment of the bridal pair,
having ' compassion on them and quietly
turning to. Jesus she said “They have
no Wine.” Her divine son approves
and sanctions her petition, for he works
his first miracle on her behalf. What a
sympathetic and merciful heart does

Mary, this charitable mother manifest!!
Who can doubt about her goodness!!!
Mary’s heart throbs with love for us
even in heaven and indeed a great deal
more than formerly when she walked
upon earth. “For now”, says St
Alphonsus, ‘“‘She more clearly underst-
ands oar misery and therefore has more
compassion for us.” St. Bernard goes
still further “Mary has becme all to
all, she opens her bosom of mercy to all,
that each may recive of its plenitude,
the captive redemption; the sick health;
the afflicted consolation; the sinner par-
don and the just grace.”

When we visit a place where a
miraculous image of the Blessed virgin
Mary is venerated, we read on the votive
tablets how by the intercession of Mary
one was delivered from this calamity,
another from sickness and a third from
a great danger; how through the power-
ful help of the divine mother many im-
minent dangers of death were averted
the blind saw, the deaf heard, the dumb
spoke and the lame walked ete.

So
long as we live, we are surrounded by
powerful enemies who desire nothing
but our eternal ruin. -St. Peter warns
us ‘“‘Be Sober and watch, because your
adversary the devil, roaring like ailion,
goes . aboub Seeking whom he may de-
vour.” Hvery man is tempted by his own
concupiscence being driven away and all-
ured. All that is in the world is the con-
cupiseence of the flesh,and of the eyes and
the pride of life. For protection against
these enemies we should have recourse to
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Mary, for she is the powerful woman
who has crushed the head of the serpent
and the wonderful ark before which all
the powers of darkness take to flight.
Hence Pope Innocent IT says: ‘“As
the life of inan upon earth is a continual
warfare let everyone who is assailed by
his enemies direct his attention to her
who appears as an army in the battle
array.”

He who cominits mortal sin is in the
greatest danger of losing his soul. Now,
since Mary wishes nothing more ardently
than, that all men be saved, it is evident
that she does all she can to rescue sin-
ners from perdition. The angels and
saints are but servants of God whereas
Mary is the mother of God. Will she
not avail more than the servants of God?
Hence if a sinner had fallen so low, he
shall not despair of his salvation, there
is one who can save him, the Blessed
Mother of God.

‘When we are about to die, hell will
employ every means to plunge our souls
into perdition. Then are applicable the
words of the Holy Scripture “The devil
is come down, having great wrath,
knowing that he hath but a short time.”
Then is that Mary takes her children
and devout servants under her protection
defending them against the assaults of
the evil spirit and obtaining for them a
happy death.

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He and His Mother Humble and Pure

It is written in the Gospel, “Blessed
they who are meek and humble, for they

shall see God”. In another place Our
Lord says, “Liearn of me, because T am

meek and humble of heart”.

Though Jesus was the embodiment
of all virtues, He never said to learn all
these from Him, except the virtue of

‘Humility’. He not only said that He
18 meek and humble, but also said

“Learn of Me”. From this it is abund-
antly clear that He has a strong desire
that all men should learn this virtue of

humility fromn Him. We also see from
our every day life that those who are

practising this virtue are loved and
blessed by God as well as by the world.

Those who are deep in the study of
the Bible and its interpretations say
that Our Liord said this with two main
intentions. One is to show to the world

that He considers the virtue of Humility
85 a most delectable virtue. The other

is that in this virtue of Humility all
other virtues are involved.

If we go through the life and work
of Jesus, and His Mother, we can see
that it is something marvellous. Lvery-
thing in Himn and her is worthy of

imitation. Still Jesus has never said to
us to imitate Him in any virtue except

in this particular one of Humility. So
from this we can infer that this may be
the most important virtue, the fountain
of all other virtues.

Jesus, who considered the virtue of
Humility so much did not content Him-

self with mere practising of this virtue,
but He practised this with great delight.

His life is filled with works of humility
from the very beginning to the end. He
18 born of a virgin who is the humblest
of all women and brought up in very
humble circumstances as the son of a

carpenter. Then He chooses humble and
simple fishermen as His companions.
He eats and converses with poor pub-
licans and sinners. He allows himself
to be humiliated by Pilate, Herode,
Annas and Caiphas, and above all to be
ridiculed and tortured by the Jews.
Finally He dies on the cross, a most
ignominious death. Thus He is from
the very beginning tothe end a perpetual
example of humility.

So too, is His mother. When all
the unworthy women of Judea cherished
an intense and vainglorious desire to
become the mother of Jesus the attitude
of the only one worthy candidate was
just the contrary, something quite ex-
traordinary. She desired to become
only a servant of that blessed lady from
whom Jesus will be born. Thus she also
is the very embodiment of humility.

The virtue of humility which is so
precious and deep rooted in the son and
the mother ought to be one of great
attraction and must take deep rootin
all human beings, especially in youth.
If this virtue is in us, we are safe. We
can resist more easily and fruitfully
the temptations against purity. In the
absence of this virtue all vices will take
shape in us especially that of impurity,
jealousy,and calumny of which youth are
often victims, nowadays. So to save each
and every one of us we must take great
care in practising this virtue of humility,
which was so-conspicuous in Jesus and
Bl. Virgin Mary, for if we take care to
practise this virtue of humility, all
other virtues will take root in us in the
course of time. Thus we will be safe,
happy, holy, and finally saved.
