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DIAMOND JUBILEE CELEBRATIONS REPORT

The first Collegiate class on our campus
was started in 1909 and with the year 1969
sixty years in the life of our College has been
fulfilled. In January 1970 was celebrated
the Diamond Jubilee of the College with a
week long programme that brought together
old and present students along with mem-
bers of the Staffand the public in a common
service of commemoration and thanksgiving
for the past and for the renewal of commit-
ments for the years ahead. It is not the mere
passage of time but what happend within it
that assumes significance. Much has hap-
pened within these walls during these sixty
years; as the second oldest institution in
the University of Calicut it has established
itself as an academic landmark in the life
of Kerala. Naturally the Jubilee celebra-
tions were marked by the joyous participa-
tion of old and present students and was
widely greeted in the press and by the public.

The celebrations began with the in-

auguration of the Science Exhibition on
the morning of the 19th January by Mr.
W. Kellenburgher, Principal of the C. S. I.
Technical Institute at Nettur. The Exhi-
bition which was open from 9 in the morning
to 1 p. m. and from 3 to 6 in the afternoon
on all days from the 19th to the forenoon
onathe 24th January was an outstanding
success by all standards. It attracted huge
crowds of students from the schools and
colleges not only of the Calicut district but
even from the Palghat and Cannanore
districts. Appreciation of the Exhibition
came from every quarter, and one of the
appreciative notices, which appeared in a
prominent local daily is reproduced else-
where in this issue as an indication of the

measure of its success. Through the success
of the Science Exhibition, the College was
fulfilling its role as a social engineer, in
spreading the message of science to all
sections of the society. The members of the
Physics, Chemistry and Zoology departments
bore the brunt of the Exhibition and the
student volunteers in charge of the exhibits
discharged their responsibilities with great
distinction. No words can adequately ex-
press the extent of the indebtednes due to
them for the tremendous success of the
Exhibition. Insistent requests were received
from sections of the public, from old stu-
dents, from schools and colleges in the
district for the extension of the Exhibition
by at least seven more days but most reluct-
antly, being strained to the utmost in
organisation, they had to be denied.

On 19th January, the well-known pro
fessional dramatic troupe of Kerala People’s
Arts Club presented one of their notable
performances ‘“Thulabharam’. From 7.30
p. m. to 10.30 in the night, with a brief
interlude, a large gathering enjoyed a truly
competent dramatic presentation. The enter-
tainments on the 20th January consisted of
a one-act farce in Malayalam presented by
members of the Staff and another with an
all-women cast from among the women
students of the College. The Staff drama
was produced and directed by Mr. K.
Gopalakrishna Menon while Mr. V. I. Ninan
was in charge of the women students’ farce.
There was another large audience to witness
these amateur productions.

21st January was celebrated as Old
Students’ Day. Sports open only to old
students of the College and High school



began at 2.30 p. m. with a March Past at
which the salute was taken by Mr. V. E.
Easaw, Principal of the Govt. College of
Physical Education, Calicut. By 5.30 p. m.
when the sports drew to a close with the
Prize Distribution, a very impressive gather-
ing of old students, both men and women
was present. Entertainments organised by
old students brought the function to a close.
Mr. K. M. Jaipal was the Convenor of the
Entertainments Sub-Committee and under
his able guidance, an enjoyable performance
of light music with an orchestra staffed
entirely by old students was presented for
an hour. Then followed a Malayalam play
staged by old students which was admit-
tedly the best dramatic performance of the
whole Week-long celebrations. The old stu-
dents’ drama was ably produced and
directed by Mr. P. Mohammed Koya. On
the 22nd January old students met at 5.30
p. m. for their Annual Social and General
Body meeting. At 7.30 p.m. an excellent
troupe of young dancers from the inter-
nationally reputed Kerala Kalamandalam
treated a large and distinguished audieace
to various dances of India ranging from
Manipuri to Kathakali.

Dr. S. P. Adinarayanan, M. A., Ph. D,
Vice-Chancellor of the Annamalai Univer-
sity was the Chief Guest and President of
the College Day meeting held on 23rd
January. Mr. T. C. Karunakaran, President
of the Diamond Jubilee Committee proposed
the Toast of the College at this meeting and
Mrs. Radha Padmanabhan responded to the
Toast. The Student Chairman Mr. M.
Veerankutty spoke at this meeting welcoming
‘the gathering and the Chief Guest. The
Joint Secretary of the College Students’
Union, Miss. V. C. Marykutty proposed the
vote of thanks. Entertainments that fol-
lowed included orchestral music- and an
English play, presented by the students of
the College. This one-act play, ““A Husband

for Breakfast” produced and directed by
Mrs. Radha Padmanabhan was a very enjoy-
able treat.

On the 24th January was held the
Diamond Jubilee Meeting which was pre-
sided over by Mr. Justice V. R. Krishna Iyer.
Dr. J. S. Thaddaeus, D. D. S., who belonged
to the first Collegiate class of 1909, proposed
the Toast at this meseting with Mr. P.
Sudheernath, Secretary of the College Stu-
dents’ Union responding to the Toast. Mr.
M. Ratna Singh B.Sc.B.L., President of Old
Students’ Association addressed the gather-
ing welcoming the Chief Guest and outlining
the history of the Association. The vote of
thanks was proposed by the Secretary of
Old Students’ Association, Mr. Clement
Adolph, who referred to the unavoidable
absence of Professor M. M. Ghani, Vice-
Chancellor of the University of Calicut, at
the meeting due to his illness and expressed
the good wishes of the entire gathering for
his speedy recovery. The Entertainments
that followed was a Malayalam full-length
play titled ¢“Ola Pampukal® produced and-
directed by Sri. A Padmanabha Kurup. The
Diamond Jubilee celebrations were brought
to a close with a Thanksgiving Service held
in the College Main Hall on the 25th
January at 6 p.m. The Service was led by
Rev. E. P. Vijayan and the Commemoration
Address was delivered by Professor Dr. N.

. Balasalam, M.D. Most of the speeches at

the meetings are being reproduced in this
issue of the College Magazine.

A programme Such as was successfully
celebrated over a period of one week during
the Diamond Jubilee necessarily called for
considerable organisation and extensive
co-operation to sustain it. Most noteworthy
was the contribution by the students of the
College, particularly the large number of
student volunteers, many of whom lived on
the campus almost throughout the period.
On them the work fell not merely during the
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actual celebrations but even for weeks
earlier. Equally great was the strain on
members of the Staff and equally disti-
nguished was the fulfilment of their responsi- .
bilities. From the President of the Old
Students’ Association Mr. M Ratna Smgh
and from the large num (o] de
‘goodwill and ‘participation in moral and

material ways was forthcoming in abundant
measure. The common endeavour of such

influential segments of our society to raise

the banner of Malabar Christian College
yet higher truly indicates the success of the
Jubilee celebrations and is a tribute to sixty
years of fulfillment which the College so
happily proclaimed in January 1970.

SIXTY YEARS AGO

A quip by some humourist that during
dotage one is inclined to indulge in ‘anecdo-
tage has now become a hackneyed expression.
I am an old man - on the very shady side of
seventyfive. Therefore let me record a few
anecdotes about my life, almost six decades
ago, in Basel German Mission College, now
the Malabar Christian College - about a
great institution, then newly established -
about great men and greater associations —
clearly silhouetted against a background of
nostalgic memories.

January 1910 found me as a young colt
pitchforked into a new world of collegiate
studies. Having left my home town and
home for the first time in my life and set in
a new atmosphere I became homesick, im-
possibly, inconsolably homesick. All the
bravado I had heroically displayed while
leaving home treacherously ocozed out of me
leaving me a mass of panting dispirited
boyhood. 1 believe I appeared listless and
moody in the class. This was noted not
only by the then Principal, Rev. W. Muller
but also by our English Lecturer, Mr.
Gnanamuthu. The result was that I was
questioned separately by both and after some
joint consultation I was asked to go back
to my home and return only after a week.
I am stating this incident only to show the
humane paternal interest which the “Gurus’’
of those days evinced in their ¢ Sishyas .

The lecturers of the College during my
studies were, as I have always stated, true
shepherds who led us and did not drive from
behind. It has often struck me that just as
Jesus Christ dealt with his disciples even to

the extent of washing their feet, so were the
lecturers in their relationship with their
students. Instances of such solicitude could
be multiplied but, I cannot state them for
want of space. Be it however, recorded that
the atmosphere in the College during my
days was tranquil and full of happy experi-
ence. We were given training apart from
other things to have a vital faith in God
which gave a spiritual vision prompting us
to discharge our duties conscientiously.

I must not omit to refer to my lecturers
of those days individually. I shall try to
give thumb-nail sketches of them lest their
memories be erased as the institution slides
into the future from the lap of time.

Rev. W. Muller, the first Principal was
a hefty yet God-fearing, kind and enthusi-
astic German. He loved his country, his
Emperor Kaiser Wilhelm II and at the same
time he loved his pupils and this country
even more. Of military bearing, he could
have easily found a place in the ranks of
German shock troops. We, the students

‘admired his relentless activity for the pro-

gress of the new-born College.

Lecturer in English, Mr. Gnanamuthu
was from Tinnevelly district. A big-built
man with a dark complexion, he sported a
Lord Roberts’ moustache. He was full of
“‘wise saws and modern instances” and often
regaled us with interesting reminiscences of
his youthful days. English literature with
all its complexities was his forte. He led us
through its by-paths with true ability.

Mr. J. Kuriyan, in addition to being a

Lecturer in the College was also the Head
Master of the High School. He was well
known as a very strict disciplinarian. High
School students, though they considered him
as a holy terror, loved him for his kindly
and paternal attitude towards his pupils.
He was a dark man with white-hair moust-
ache and even eyebrows. Therefore, he was
humorously called a photographic negative.
A great teacher, a true Christian, well known
and respected by the public of Calicut dur-
ing his time and even after he left Calicut.

Mr. Bamblasseri Achutha Menon, our
History Lecturer was a gay person. He
loved life and loved his pupils with a big
heart. He was great in getting up enter-
tainments for the College functions. He
wrote some plays also in Malayalam. The
song in Malayalam which he composed
about the College had a lively tune and soon
caught on as a popular ditty. He had a
thorough grasp of his subject, specially
Roman History. But for his special lectures
delivered just before the University Exa-
mination many of us would have failed. He
was a ‘brick’, to use an English Public
School expression.

Mr. George Thomas, our Logic Lecturer
who is happily still with us enjoying his
retired life at his home town was a great
enthusiasist. He had a special knack in
making his students logic-minded with <di-
vision by dichotomy” syllogisms, epichi-
rema, mnemonic words, barbara celarent
etc., and other terms holding the position
of “undistributed middle” in our thoughts.
He had the zeal of a crusader in teaching
Logic.

When Rev. W. Muller went on leave
Mr. W. E. Hoare, M.A. (Oxon) took charge
as the Principal. He was a well known
educationist and an expert in teaching
English. Though a Britisher, there was not
a bit of the British high-hat about him. He
had a habit of getting down to the root of

_was a top-drawer team. What with the wily

things and infusing into us the essence of
English phrase and idiom, I am sure that
his English classes have gone a great way
in toning up the English diction of
manpy of us.

I am sorry I am notable to give
sketches of others as my murky memory does
not project back to those who had not much
to do with my studies while in the College.
I can only state that all of them were good
men and frue.

Every morning and evening all the
students and Staff of the College and High
School met for prayers in the Hall. This
created in us a feeling of oneness, infused
into us a sense of leyalty to the institution.
We learnt to rise above pettiness, partisan-
ship and sectionalism.

We had many extra-mural activities in
the College during these days. Our Foot-
ball, Hockey and Cricket Teams brought
honour to the College by winning many
matches with other teams from other colleges
Our Football Eleven

passes of Andy (Andy master is still with us)
and Devadasan, hefty charges of Chackochan
and Jacob John, opposing teams never got
any quarter. The College won the then
newly instituted Vaidyanatha Iyer Football
Cup in spite of strong opppsition from the
competing clubs. Our Hockey Team had
an unbroken run of victories until we met
the All India Regimental ace team of British
Border Regiment at Cannanore, when we
had to swallow as many as thirteen goals.
But it was a case of ‘never venture never
dare’. We got many lessons in that crushing
defeat.

Our Cricket Team though not of a high
standard having many ‘‘rabbits’” in it, per-
severed in the race for improvement. We
tried conclusions with better teams at
Calicut, Tellicherry and Cannanore. Though



beaten in most encounters, we did not, like
Coleridge’s Pig, cut our own progressive
throat.

Memories of the College Theatricals
during my term bring warmth to the heart.
Qur rendering of <Merchant of Venice” was
a thumping success. We produced with
great vim and eclat the trial scene in Pick-
wick and also an English version of ““Chan-
drahasa”. The picture of my classmate late
E. E. Elias playing the role of Shylock with
much effect is still fresh in my mind. The
acting of George Thomas as Portia and
late M. Balagopal as the Duke of Venice
brought the house down. Mrs. Bardell was
well supported by Sargeant Buz Fuz to the
chagrin of bloated Pickwick. Sam Weller
drew cheers.

Among many excursions, the one we
had ventured on, a trip to South Canara
and the historical towns of North Malabar
claims a bit of space in this write-up. It
was on the return journey that we halted at
Payyanur with a view to climb to the top of
Elimala, Mount D’ Eli which gave the first
sight of India to Vasco De Gama.
started early for the hills in a business-like
way by sending away all our luggage to
Payyanur Railway station to be loaded into
the special Third Class carriage reserved
for us and detached at every station we got
down at. We were to goto Calicut that
evening. At the foot of the hill each of us
cut long alpine sticks to help the ascent.
We made the top in quicktime and felt in
the same way as Hillary and Tensingh may
have felt when they conquered Everest. Our
young minds took the climb-up as an act of
great valour. We got down the hills in a
jolly mood and walked briskly to the station
hoping to board our carriage to take the
day’s last train back to Calicut and craving
for food. But ‘the best laid plans of mice
and men aft go agley”. Such was our plight
when we reached the station. Our reserved

sssaloon” with all our luggage loaded in it
having been attached to the last train,
expecting that we would reach in time was
taken with the train. Therefore we became
derelicts at Payyanur station, tired, hungry
and in sweat-soaked clothes. All our lugg-
age, spare cash, the food prepared before-
hand for us and the two attenders were all
gone. We got very angry and decided to .
get an explanation from the station master
for causing us this discomfiture. But he
was not to be seen. We waited, our anger
rising every moment. Soon the station master
appeared, as large as life, with a non-
chalant attitude. He was lean and tall,
looking as if he had been kept too long
in a drying machine. We accosted him.
We hoped our resentful looks would
incinerate him. But none of us having the
powerful burning third eye of Siva, the
station master remained cool without even
batting an eyelash. We blamed him. In
return, he blamed us for not reaching
in time. We resented his sangfroid and
wanted to fetch him a clout on his ugly dial
to wipe the smile off his lips. But our
training and culture to behave like gentle-
men in any Situation, kept us from our
punitive ideas. But none of us was prepared
to starve that night. So, we asked the station
master if he could atleast provide us with
some food. On hearing our request he’
scratched his balding pate with a reflective
long finger. He demurred, No, it was
beyond his means to provide food for a
crowd of about sixty at such short notice.
Nor did we expect that the Railwayman
would feed us to make amends for his folly
in despatching our reserved carriage, sans
our august crowd. Meanwhile some among
us had gone on a foraging expedition and
collected a few measures of beaten rice and
a bunch of bananas. Though they had not
the,wherewithal to pay for the stuff, they had
somehow wangled it out of the shop keepers
of the area. We had therefore to make do



with what we had and appease to some
extent the gnawing hunger within us. The
station master gave us a few cups of hot
black coffiee, which helped to push down the
dry food we had. Our beddings having
kept company with other things in our
reserved carriage, sleeping until the next
morning was indeed, a problem. Som3:
took shelter on the benches of the waiting
room. But most of us lay on the bare plat-
form with our folded coats forming inade-
quate pillows. But albeit the exhaustion
“nature’s soft nurse” did not ‘““weigh our
eyelids down and steep our senses for-
getfulness” because ‘“‘uneasy lay our heads™
without proper. pillows. The bare grouand
had protruding bits of stones which dug
into our bodies. Next morning, hollow eyed
and irritable, wWe took the first train to
Calicut.

During my days in the College we
published a College Magazine every month.
Two students were on the Editorial Board.
This really prompted some of us to make
our debut into journalism and literary
eindeavours.

Though this write-up has lengthened
into almost a tenpage gush, I can not close
without reference to the present day distur-
bance amongst students. As I have stated,
in our days, we had peace and tranquillity
in the College campus. I am pained to note

that now sacred traditions are, whatever may
be the reason, being profaned, conventions
assailed, many social values corrupted and
the sense of discipline blown to the winds.
This development, I must state is not
beneficial to the students. They have to
buckle down to their studies and avoid
strikes and political stunts. The main
things in life are, as has been said, learning,
earning and yearning. L=t the students
concentrate on their studies to be able fo
make a mark in life’s journey and later
yearn for the big things on their programme.
No student should becom: the rag, tag and
bobtail of any political party. They can
hold their views but should not force them
on others by questionable means. Screa-
ming displays, brawling posters, epithets
and slogans have not cured any ill. They
should think of the future, build for the
future and not waste themselves in the
present. I am giving this straight from the
shoulder talk, because I want young men to
get on and my country to become great
among nations.

In conclusion I may be permitted to
request the Staff of the College patiently to
carry on their good work of moulding the
future citizens of India despite the setbacks.
My final message to the students isa Latin
expression “SURSUM CORDA”. Elevate
your hearts.

PRESIDENTIAL ADDRESS

Dr. S. P. ADINARAYANAN
Vice-Chancellor, Annamalai University

Ladies & Gentlemen,

I consider myself greatly privileged to
have this opportunity of participating along
with you on this historic occasion in the
celebration of the Diamond Jubilee of
Malabar Chrisian College of Calicut. Sixty
years is a long time but there is no special
virfue in cheating the calendar, in the mere
fact of continued or prolonged existence. At
the same time it is also possible to be lazy
or indifferent for sixty years nay even for a
hundred years. But Malabar Christian
College has reason to be jubilant over the
years that it has spanned; its students have
traversed the four corners of India, nay of
the world, carrying a torch with a flame that
has burnt steadily and which refuses to be
quenched however discouraging conditions
may be. And here we may pause to remem-
ber with gratitude and praise God for the
founders of this College who crossed the
seas with courage and idealism in their
hearts and led a life of devotion and self-
sacrifice in a foreign country to give its
children the benefits of glad tidings and the
gift of knowledge.

The Malabar Christian College is part
of a bigger institution, the institution of the
Mission College which has played a glorious
and meritorious part in the growth of higher
education in India. They - these many miss-
ion colleges have now entered a second stage
in their devlopment. They have found their
feet for a second time, this time in a free
and independent country. The shadow of
foreign patronage is gone for ever. Foreign

aid both in the matter of personnel as well
as finance has been cut to the bone. They
have made tremendous strides towards self-
sufficiency and have successfully avoided the
scylla of a persecution complex and the
charybdis of an anxiety neurosis. They have
stopped looking over the shoulders or put-
ting on an act. The era of doubt, hesitation
and despair is over. They know now exactly
where they stand, for they have had ample
time to guage their limitations and their
opportunities in a secular state.

There were many things that Christian
colleges did extremely well in the past and
if imitation is the sincerest form of flattery,
they have indeed ample cause to be. highly
flattered. Thelr compactness in the matter
of numbers and their competence regarding
administration were highly admired. In
class-room discipline and athletic achieve-
ment, they had reached a very high degree of
excellence, and the hostels, the residential
side of college life was thought out with
care and imagination. Above all they were
pioneers in creating a social life on the
campus. A student having a cup of tea either
with the principal or a professor was a
novelty first introduced in the mission college
(I am referring to what happened fifty or
sixty years ago). Today everybody has tea
with everybody else; and if you invite a
student to tea, he instantly becomes suspi-
cious, thinks that you are trying to pull
a fast one over him. What is more, our
students have discovered a new -use for tea
cups. Today alas, tea has completely lost
its social efficiency. It is only fit for drinking

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and export. Concerning their religious res-
ponsibilities, which was the original justifi-
cation for their existence, much re-thinking
has been done regarding their attitude to
other religions. While holding fast to a
doctrinal core, much experimentation and
spiritual commerce has taken place on the
cultural fringe. The scripture class has gone
through various vicissitudes as signified by
its position in and outside the time table,
while the moral instruction class has
emerged as a powerful rival to it both in the
matter of attention and efficiency or inat-
tention and inefficiency as the case may be.
On the whole, there has been an increasing
shift of emphasis from classroom teaching
to atmosphere (a conveniently consoling and
vague concept).

Yes, we had done many things well,
we had been pioneers in many respects.
Today others are catching up with us and
perhaps in some things, we are slipping
down a little. There is nothing to be worried
about, because in all movements of social
progress there is a law of feedback at work,
which militates against exclusiveness. Time
has now come for Christian colleges to go
out in search of new fields, where they can
display those special talents not in a spirit of
rivalry but in that of humble service. In
the meanwhile, all colleges and Universities
in India have been overtaken by the great
cataclysmi of student unrest. As thisis a
matter of vital importance to all ofus, I
crave your indulgence for expiating a little
on this theme, though, I am sure, all of you
are throughly bored and fed up with hearing
frequent homilies on this subject. After
nearly thirty years as an educationist, in the
evening of life, I am frankly a bewildered,
disillusioned and puzzled person. The
students that I had loved so long do not
seem to love me anymore.

Not only love, but also respect has gone

through the window. Reverence for those

in.authority which was such a beautiful mark
of our ancient Indian culture has completely
disappeared. There is no use our having
any illusions in this matter. Suspicion and
antagonism are in the air. The teacher and’
the taught are often in opposite camps. The
happy family idea has given place to the
battlefield idea.

However out of all this trouble and
chaos one hopeful feature has emerged:
Close contact between teacher and students,
possibly in a physical sense. One thing is
clear: the old order is past beyond redemp-
tion. It is futile to have nostalgic longings.
The future offers a challenge of unparalleled
magnitude, in the meeting of which the iron
hand, the velvet glove, and even the olive
branch seem to be out-worn devices. How
to capture the lost rapport between the
teacher and the taught? May I make two
suggestions? Firstly the pedagogue must
regain the respect that he seems to have lost.
The old reverence was based on tradition
and convention; the new variety must be
based on sound scholarship. Whatever else
may change in an educational set up, one
thing is bound to remain permanent — that is
the respect that a student has for the skilled
craftsman in the academic field. We must
exploit the situation and make it the starting
point of new order of things. Every teacher
should be a perfectionist. He should never
be satisfied with the second best. In the
present state of intensive research and dis-
covery, knowledge it is said, doubles itself
in every six years. What a terrible thought!
What a tremendous responsibility on the
teaching profession! Students are pretty
shrewd in appraising the worth and capacity
of their teachers. They can make up their
minds after listening to a lecture or two.
We can no longer dodge or put them off.
We must deliver the goods.

Secondly, we must make a fresh appra-
isal of the needs of our students. Our



present philosophy of education is based
on the old Greek dogma of the all-pervasive
power of knowledge and the student’s in-
satiable thirst for this potent commodity.
Students, it is presumed come to us in search
of knowledge and as loag as we give it to
them in large doses theywill be happy. This
however, does not seem to hold good tcday.
Students still have a thirst but it is not for
knowledge only. It is for many things.
Some, rather material. Their interests have
been widely diversified. True that they still
desire knowledge but only in moderate and
comfortable doses. To them knowledge is
only an incident.in their academic life.
There are other incidents perhaps more
interesting. They are no longer empty
vessels into which learning can be poured.

What else do they want? Undoubtedly,
power and participation. Many experiments
are being done in this direction. Perhaps in
the near future more daring ones have to be
undertaken and Christian colleges may very
well set the pace. We need not be so very
shocked at the idea of a student or two in
the Senate, or in the Academic Council.
Library, Athletics, Magazine, Audiovisual
programmes — in all these fields transfer of
responsibility and finance is being tried in
many places with pnot too discouraging
results. Teacher-student councils have come
into vogue in many institutions and have
produced some interesting and unexpected
results. We must persist and experiment in

spite of disappointment and discouragement.

The Indian students’ involvement 1in
the political life of the country is intensely
real and extremely emotional. Itis a factor
to be reckoned with. In my opinion it can
neither be tabooed nor sublimated. Some *
way must be found of incorporating it
directly with the future of.our academic life.
Old values and ideals are fast tumbling
down in the sophisticated atmosphere of the
campuses. New ones have not taken their
place. A vacuum has been created. Political
affiliations afford our students a new venue
for their idealisttc tendencies. Many of
them are dedicated partymen.

Many of our students are under the
influence of three bodies, college authori-
ties, a political group, a student organisa-
tion. Much of the unusual happenings on
the campus today are but the pathological
manifestation of the disturbing influence of
this triple force in diverse directions. We
must save our students from developing split
personalities. The nurturing of co-ordina-
ting influences is an absolute necessity.

I deem it a very great honour to be
called upon to preside over this function
during your Diamond Jubilee celebrations,
and indeed it has been a great experience.
Needless to say, I wish many more years
of service and achievement to Malabar
Christian College. May God bless all your
efforts richly.

Mr. President, Mr. Ratna Singh,
Principal Mrs. Lancelot Thomas,
Mr. P. Sudheernath, Ladies and Gentlemen,

Perhaps the only justification I have to
be here this evening is that I belonged to
the first Intermediate class of 1909, with
which began the sixty-year existence of this
College which we are celebrating now. It is
ofcourse unpleasant to be reminded of old
age and approaching senile conditions but
on an occasion like this, both pride and
happiness fill us and make us long for more
spans of life.

It may not be out of place to mention
the humble beginnings of this College in
1909 with just 17 students among whom were
2 lady students. Against this the College
today can boast of a strength of 1157 with
23] lady students.

In 1934 during the Silver Jubilee year I
was given the honour of proposing the toast
on behalf of the old students. When in 1948
I served on the Centenary Celebration Com-
mittee and attempted to express my gratitude
and indebtedness to the great pioneers wWho
founded this institution, I did not then expect
that another occasion would be given to me
to pay yet another humble meed of tribute
to the founding fathers whose last remains
are interred abroad but whose mission in
life remains green and fresh in this land of
ours. May these celebrations of ours be a
recognition, however inadequate they may
be, of the services that the Basel Mission and
its dedicated men rendered to generations
past and generations yet to come. Some

movements and some men belong to not one
country or one people but to all time and to
all people. Such were Dr. Gundhert and Dr.
Frohnmeyer whose hallowed memory we in
Kerala can at no time afford to forget.

May these celebrations be also a recog-
nition of the guidance and help rendered to
many generations by the teachers who served
on the staff of the College. Year after year
when the toast of the College is proposed,
distinguished old students have paid tributes
to their teachers for their personal example
and their profound interest in their charge,
and these tributes are already on record.
But let me mention the names of Rev. W.
Muller, Mr. W.E. Hoare, Rev. F.N. Asquith,
Rev. A. Munch, Rev. A. Streckeisen, Dr. F.
Me!zer, and Dr. Th. Lorch They wWere some
of the most eminent principals we have had
and may their memories be preciously cheri-
shed as we celebrate the Diamond Jubilee.
I would like to mention here that a void
was created in the principalship during both
the world wars. This void however was ably
filled by Mr. Joseph Muliyil and Mr. J. F.
Thaddaeus. Mr Thaddaeus continued to be
Principal for about 14 years. When I rake
up my memory certain outstanding members
on the staff during those days seem to appear
before me in all their grandeur. I feel that
I will be failing in my duty as an old student
if I do not mention a few men like Mr. J.
Gnanamuthu, Mr. P. U. Ramaswamy Iyer,
Mr. J. Kurian, Mr. B. Achutha Menon, Mr.
P. Sankaran and Mr. George Thomas.

I think the great expansion in the life
of the College came in the time of Dr. V. G.



M. Payamani. It was then that this institu-
tion became a first grade college and then
went on to open the first post-graduate
course. The post-graduate department in
Zoology has been attracting a good deal of
attention in recent years through the very
able work that Dr. A. B. Soans has been
carrying out. On behalf of my generation
let me hail these new directions of achieve-
ment.

In closing allow me to strike a purely
personal note. The present Principal, Mrs.
Lancelot Thomas is my niece. There is a
very timid boy in your midst who is my

grandson. He is the class leader in the VI
standard. With the niece on one side and
the grandson on the other, I am trying to
strengthen my bond of attachment to this
institution which I am sure no force on earth
can shatter.

Let me on behalf of the retiring gener-
ation hail the generations yet to come —
between them the generation of this Dia-
mond Jubilee stands, as a golden link in a
continuous chain. My prayer is that as years
go this institution will grow from strength
fo strength, within the loving care of God
and Man.

Mr. Justice V. R. Krishna Iyer,
Ladies & Gentlemen,

With a great deal of warmth has Dr:
Thaddaeus spoken while proposing his Toast
to the College. Equally warm should be my
response. For, not only have I been a student
in the College over the past five years, but I
have also been in the feeder High school.
More than that, my father was a student
under the illustrious father of my present
Principal. My brothers, my sister, my
cousins, my uncle are all products of this
College. Is it any wonder then, that my
whole approach becomes emotional when I
think of the College and even when I rise to
respond to the Toast?

In 1909, when Dr. Thaddaeus joined. the
first Collegiate class, he was one in a group
of fifteen, but I am one in a community of
1200. YetIam not in any way underpri-
vileged, for while Dr. Thaddaeus had only
two girls in the whole college then, we have
nearly 200. I wanted to emphasise this for
you will not find in many other places the
healthy and friendly relationships that exist
between girl students and men sfudents as
on our campus. This is not because — not
_even partly because — we have Mrs. Lancelot
Thomas as Principal — it is also because the
College brings to the problems of relation-
" ship between the sexes the same liberal
attitude as that to which Dr. Thaddaeus
referred so unerringly.

During the last six days, my college-
mates, especially those  in the Science
Departments, have had a gruelling time, for
the pressure of visitors on the Diamond

Jubilee Exhibition has been something
totally beyond our expectations. If there
has been universal appreciation of our
Science Exhibition, and of the intellectual
and cultural programmes that have been
presented during this Diamond Jubilee week,
then it is clear that, we have retained the
heritage which we have inherited. For what
else other than the vitality and living spirit
of the College has been exhibited during -
these six days that we have chosen to re-
present sixty years of existance?

And now for a renewal of commitment;
who Would not like to have many more years
of connection with this institution where
we have built life-long friendships, and
where the anvil forges the baser metals into
superior elements. Very often, we have
realised that we are poor; we have not made
profits even from our Exhibition. Profit has
not been our motive — Be faithful and true
1s our motto. Far better it is to be poor and
to have character than to be rich and not
to have an impact. At least our Exhibition
has character, the character of the work
that has been continually done over the
past sixty years.

Many more generations will use these
buildings and these furniture — may they
also’ use ‘this heritage as a horizon that
cannot be lost. Many others have yet to
benefit and for them may we attest the times
yet to come.

In the words of Tagore: “Thou hast
made me endless, such is thy pleasure.
This fraili vessel thou emptiest again and
again, and fillest it ever with fresh life.”

COMMEMORATION ADDRESS

PROFESSOR DR. N. BALSALAM, M. D.

We have all assembled here today to
render thanks to our merciful Lord for the
many blessings which we have received
through this great institution during the
last several years from Him. May I read
three verses from the Psalmists. <What
shall I render unto the Lord for all his
benefits towards me. I will take the cup
of . salvation and call upon the name of
the Lord.” (Psalm 116, Verses 12 and 13).
“Q give thanks unto the Lord for he is
good, because his mercy endureth forever.”
{Psalm 118 Verse 1). Certainly when we get
help from some one, be he friend, acquaint-
ance or stranger, We express our thanks.
Sometimes the words come from the lips even
without any thought being given to them
but 'on other occasions We really mean and
with all seriousness, we use the expression:
“Thank you”. In the verses I have quoted,
the Psalmist seeks to recollect the number
of gifts and benefits he has received; as the
poet said, he is counting the number of his
blessings-and trying to name them one by
one. But in actuality, he finds it hard to
fumber them; he finds it hard to recollect
them because they are too numerous to be
remembered or listed, the variety of bless-
ings is so much that he simply contents
himself-by referring to ¢all the benefits
towards’” him.

“* The tecords of this great institution
reveal the helping hand of the Master at
every stage of its growth.  From humble
beginnings of a primary school 122 years
ago, it has grown today into ‘this educa-
tional landmark  having celebrated ' its

Diamond Jubilee as a college and taking its
place as the second oldest college in the
University of Calicut. It was fortunate
enough to have a succession of dedicated
men at the helm of affairs from its inception
and during periods of its crises. Some of
them being Germans, were interned during
the world wars but little did this deflect
them from their purposeful service to the
Lord as well as to this institution.

When the war was over, they returned
to their chosen path in one way or another
with more vigour and dedication. The
difficulties they underwent and the narrow
difficult path which they had to tread were
overcome because in their mind they were
firm and determined and whatever came to
them they took with a smile. To be in
charge of an institution is not an easy job
by any means; diverse problems, resulting
from pressures of various quarters and seg-
ments, from the students, teachers, parents
and the society and governmeant press upon
them. Certainly these problems could be
made easier of solution through a sense of
cooperation evolved among these quarters
and diverse segments. Students helping the
junior lecturers, and both of them helping
the professors and all of them helping the
Principal could make the wotking of an
institution like this much easier than what
it is.

When we remember the band of dedicat-
ed. men at the head of this institution in
successive periods of difficulty and crisis, it
is our duty to keep fresh in our memory
the‘sacrifice ‘and the hard work of other

members of the staff of this institution from
the time of its dnception, both teaching
staff and other categories of staff. The
head of an institution is absolutely he'pless
unless he or she gets the most valuable
cooperation from all the other categories
of staff. A college cannot exist without
students and - students are the most
important persons in a college, next only
to God. Several yeas ago when I was a
student in the Madras Medical College,
attending class in one of the wards of the
General Hospital, my professor asked a
question of us students around him, ‘“Who
is the most important person in this insti-
tution?”’. One studentreplied that it is the
Principal, and when the Professor promptly
replied in the negative, another student
mentioned the Superintendent, and yet
another, with the intention of getting into
the good books of the Professor, answered
that it was the Professor himself. These
answers were also declared wrong, and then
the Professor agreed with the student who
had said that the patieni is the most
important person in that instifution. Simi-
larly as I said a little while ago, students
are the most important part of a college It
is for them to extend their cooperation and
their helping hand to the authorities to
keep the institution going: after all it is in
their interest and in the interest of groups of
students yet to come into this college that
it must go on. And just as we thank the
Lord for the band of dedicated principals
and other members of the Staff who were
made available in the service of the College,
so must we thank our Lord for the many
batches of students who were very eager to
learn and showed their respect and affection
to their teachers and received back from
their teachers the same in a more abundant
measure. A few incidents which have taken
place in this institution during the last one
or two years have disturbed the minds of
teachers, parents of students as well as

well-wishers of this institution including
mine. But I do believe that these were only
passing solitary incidents which I hope and
pray will not be repeated again in the pre=
mises of this establishment.

The greatness of a college is not
measured by the length and breadth of its
buildings alonet hough I do agree that
they are also important, but the essential
measurement is the teaching that is going
on inside the institution and by the products
that go out of the institution. This insti-
tution has produced countless men .and
Women who have served and are serving
our people in various walks of life, trying
their utmost in their own way to improve
the conditions of the poor, the illiterate,
the sick both in mind and body and trying
to speak to men in various parts of our
country and abroad about love of the Master
which they have seen and learned in this
institution. Several years after taking a
degree, one might forget the subject he
learned from a particular teacher, but he
may not forget the teacher’s loving nature
and concern about the students and the
interest he took in their welfare. 1 still
remember a teacher who was teaching me
Mathematics in the high school classes.
He is an old man now. I have forgotten.the
various types of triangles and quadrilaterals
and all the theorems that he taught me but
I do remember his gentle talk, pleasant
smile and very firm actions once he knew
what he was doing was the best for his
students; I still go to see him and pay my
respects. These are things which cannot
be measured by the ordinary scales which
we possess; and such are the immeasurable
values which lie to the credit of achieve-
ments of institutions like Malabar Christian
College.

Let us realise in all humility that what
was made possible and fulfilled all these
years was not due to us or our forefathers
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It was only God who helped them and us
te do whatever we could achieve; let us put
the name of our Lord first and the name of
man last. Let us be humble and say with the
great physician: ‘I dressed the wound but
God healed it”. There is always such a
persistent tendency to say “I did this” I
did that” and to put the thought of God
and the name of God in the background.
Look at the humility of many chiidren of
God. Solomon, when he was made king,
went to God and said: “I am a little child:
I know not how to go out or come in” and
in his later life he has been hailed as the
wisest among all men. When a centurion of
the Roman army went to Jesus to tell him
that his servant was ill, Jesus was about to go
to this centurion’s house. But the centurion
told Jesus “I am not Worthy that thou
shouldst come under my roof. Only say a
word and my servant will be cured.” We can
see any number of such examples. What
greater example of humility would we like
to see than Jesus washing the feet of his
disciples? Let us be humble and thank our
Master for what he has done for us. <O
give thanks unto the Lord for he is good
because his mercy endureth forever.” We
know that the Lord is good but we very
often forget about it. God has been good
~ to Abraham, has been good to him even at
the time When Abraham was about to sacri-

fice kis'son Isaac as an offering to God. God
was good to David when he went to fight
Goliath; God was good to Jonah even at a
time when Jonah was inside the belly of the
whale in the depth of the ocean. Lord was
good to Peter, to Paul and all his children.
Whoever has tasted the Lord has found
him good. In the midst of their adversities,
in the midst of their trials in the prisons,
they have found him good. Great children
of God like St Francis of Assissi, men like
Sadhu Sundar Singh tasted the Lord and
found him good. Many children of God
who worked in this institution tasted the
Lord and found him good and were able to
say with the Psalmist: “O give thanks unto
the Lord for he is good, because his mercy
endureth forever.” The mercy Which they
received could be seen in the working of
this institution, in the products of this
college, in the many past students who have
gone out and served mankind in several and
manifold ways.

At the time of this Diamond Jubilee
Celebration, let us once again lift up our
hearts and thank God for the countless
blessings which this institution and we
have received from God; let us praise his
name and not ourselves; let us taste him
because he is good and let us ask for his
mercy, for his mercy endureth forever.

AN ANATOMY OF HUMOUR

A bald quack was describing eloquently
the instantaneous effect of his latest hair
restorer. ‘“Physician, heal thyself”, said a
sage from the audience. . An analysis of
this incident would reveal the fabric of
humour. §

According to the old physiology, blood,
phlegm, choler (yellow bile), and melancholy
(black bile), were supposed to determine a
person’s health and disposition. Humour
is the generic name of these fluids. The
term ‘humour’ originates from a Latin verb
‘humere’, meaning “to be moist”. The word
also indicates a temporary state of mind.
This must be due to the ancient belief
concerning the four kinds of humour. A
person of the sanguine temperament Sees the
. Tosy side of life. Blood must have been
called good humour as opposed to melan-
choly which is bad. Optimism and fun are
interrelated. Hence the term without any
epithet must have begun to signify the
capacity of a person to see and appreciate
the funny and comic aspects of beings and
and incidents. This is a possible genesis
of the term ‘humour’ which we are going to
deal with.

A humorist automatically notices the
resemblance of things which differ, and
incongruity where there is apparent harmony.
Like our sage, he perceives an irony in the
bald quack who sells hair tonic. He quickly
and succinctly conveys his insight to others
and makes them laugh.: Wit should be
like a flower that gracefully opens out in
the morning calm. A laboured joke is no
joke at all. ‘

Now one might wonder whether humour
is congenial to man who begins his earthly
existence with a loud cry. Schopenhauer,
the idealistic philosopher says that human
will strives aimlessly, hence life is a tragedy.
For the Buddha, life consists of poverty,
impotency, old age and death. Jean Paul
Sartre, the champion of modern existenti-
alism, finds in life only unending conflict
of conscience of the individual against the
imposition of society and religion. Thomas
Hardy conceives life as the struggle of man
against a cruel fate. According to Shelley,
‘‘our sincerest laughter with some pain is
fraught.” Keats had <been half in love
with easeful death.”” Wordsworth heard in
nature, “the still sad music of humanity.”
Edappally saw ugly mud beneath the cry-
stalline water.

Several thinkers become pessimistic
seeing the physical evil of sickness, war,
famine, deathetc. But it is the moral evil
or sin that affects man intrinsically and
deprives him of his final goal. It isup to
man to avoid moral evil. If we believe in the
providence of God, we shall not become
gloomy, seeing the misery of this world.
Life is like a babe who cries often, yet
is known for its lovely laughter. Tagore
describes the celestial origin of a babe’s
smile. ”....A young pale beam of crescent
moon touched the edge of vanishing autumn
cloud, and there the smile was first born in
the dream of a dew-washed morning.” Like
the babe, life, also is lovable though there
are tear drops on its cheek. That is why the
dethroned kings, the bankrupt millionaires,
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the deformed lepers, and the famished be-
ggars — all want to live. If our life is worth
living, then humour is relevant, because it
is a sign of optimism and mirth.

From the dawn of civilization, man
must have oganized social gatherings to
give vent to his sense of humour. Kingshad
court jesters and clowns who soothed the
tense nerves of their masters. The contem-
porary broadcasting agencies, film produ-
cers, circus companies, journalists ete. are
keen to make capital out of the treasure of
humour. ‘

In poetry humour plays a prominentrole.
Robert Browning’s Pied Piper of Hameln”,
William Cowper’s “John Gilpin,” ete. pro-
vide us with a feast of humour. Poets like
Byron, give a sexy coating to their humour
so that it may be more palatable to their
readers. Clerihew is a popular contem-
porary poetic style. Incongruous juxtaposi-
tion is its characteristic note.

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KEEP DREAMING

One night, I dreamt that I murdered
Mr. X and hung his boedy from a coconut
palm. At college next day when T narrated
my dream to some of my friends, Usha
presented her usual smile and remarked
merrily: <“You must have spent a sleepless
night. I am never disturbed by dreams.

‘T sleep peacefully.”

But is this absence of dream a sign of
peaceful sleep and perfect health? Are there
really such people who never dream? Actu-
ally this self-satisfaction over dreamless
nights is'due to age-old superstitions and
misconceptions related to dreams.

Until the recent past, it was believed
that bad health, over-eating and a guilty
conscience Were the causes of dreaming.
Because of this theory, I know some people
who find “Good dreamless night” a more
sensible form of salutation than the usual
“Good night, sweet dreams.” Hoever,
scientists working in various parts of the
world have disproved this age-old theory.
They have all come to the same conclusion
that dreams are as important as sleep itself
to preserve the sanity and well-being of the
human body.

After various brain-racking experiments
the scientists have been able to unccver some
of the mysteries attached to dreams. Notic-
ing the rapid eye movements of sleeping
infants, they stuck tiny electrodes to the
eyelids and scalps of volunteers to make
electrical recordings of the eye-movements
and brain-wave patterns.

On continuous nights, it was observed
that the volunteers made jerky eye movements

at regular intervals. These eye movements
were found to correlate with the brain wave
patterns. *When a volunteer was awakened
after these eye jerks, he reported that he had
been dreaming. Those who claimed that
they never dreamt were baffled because they
were unable to recollect their dreams.

Investigations  have proved beyond
doubt that everyone, from an innocent infant
to a wrinkled old man, dreams every night.
Moreover, a person dreams more than once
in a night. On an average a person has four
to seven dreams every night and thus he
spends more then 20%, of his sleeping time
in dreaming.

Then, to what reason can we attribute
the fact that most of us do not remember
even a single dream? One possible ex-
planation is that we are all ashamed of our
dreams and so suppress them. But certain
other factors also influence the capacity to
recall dreams.

Dreaming is the conscious state of sleep
and involves a low-grade type of mental
activity. Memory and normal supply of
sensory elements are found to be inactive

‘during sleep. This, in fact, reduces a

dreamer to the state of drunk or drugged
people. Therefore dreams split quickly
and the chances of dream-recall are lessened
with lapse of time.

A person can easily recall his dream
just after the eye movements because the
dream images have not yet disintegrated.
After five minutes he recalls it vaguely and
in another ten minutes or so, it may not be
possible at all.
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If some people are able to recall more
than one dream, it is possible that they woke
up after the first dream, remembered the
dream and registered it in their memory
before going back to sleep for the second
dream. If some event brings them out it is
possible to recall such dreams even after
one or two days. But generally we recall the
dream that we had just before waking up.

Here is an interesting sidelight : those
who complain that they cannot sleep have
probably been dreaming that they were
awake !

A common misconception is that in the
dream world time is compressed and even
a long dream lasts only for a minute or so.
Actually, a dream covers as much time as the
event takes to happen in real life. A dream
can last anywhere between nine minutes and
an hour.

Another point that has been established
by investigators is the recurrence of dream-
ing periods. A person first falls into a deep
dreamless slumber for about 90 minutes,
then starts his dream lasting nine minutes
and again slips into a 90 minute dreamless
sleep. The second dream lasts longer; about
19 minutes and the subsquent dreams be-
come still longer, taking 24 minutes for the
third dream, 28 minutes for the fourth and
S0 on.

It is to be noted that the constant inter-
vel of dreamless sleep is 90 minutes for an
adult. It is much less for an infant and
increases with age.

If you happen to notice a sleeping per-
son tossing and turning in bed, do not
assume that he is dreaming. This great
activity precedes and follows a dream
period. Possibly the body is trying to get
into the best possible position to perform its
duty of dreaming. Except for the moving
eyes and occasional twitching of fingers, the
body is quiet during actual dreaming.

The new science of dreams is making
known to the world more and more factors
about dreams. Women dream more than
men; younger people more than older ones;
and intelligent people more than those with
lower 1Q. Further, women and youngsters
dream more in colour than men and elders.
On an average, about one-third of our
dreams are in vivid colours while the rest
are in biack and white.

Another established fact is that in 649,
of our dreams, aggressiveness and enmity
predominate. This is due to the fact that ina
dream we are not inhibited and our feelings
which we suppress in every day life, are free
1o express themselves. Dreams provide a
good safety-valve for our revolting emotions.

There is to a certain extent similarity
between the dreams of different people. This
is because all of us are bound to hide the
same kind of feelings - extreme selfishness
for example. Some experts who know the
details of life and experiences of a dreamer
can interpret his dreams.

Psychologists believe that dreams are
as vital as the air we breathe. They believe
that if a person is deprived of his usual
dream quota, it can lead to disruption of
personality and may even drive him to
madness. The most heartening effect of
dream is its capability to protect our sleep.

The scientists of today are trying to
harness this new branch of science for the
service of humanity. Already, psychologists
have made use of dream analysis to cure
certain mental and psychological cases. It
may be useful in curing asthma, because it
usually strikes at midnight. The day may
not be far off when dreams could be
monitored and unhealthy dreams replaced
by healthy ones. i

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THE MENACE OF COMMUNALISM

Communalism! The word has assumed
much importance of late, and politicians,
statesmen, intellectuals, writers and the lay
public have all in one voice condemned it.

The word ‘communalism’ is used in the
present context mainly in reference to the
feeling of bitterness and hatred between
different religions or communities. Recently
many cities in our country have been the
scenes of violent communal clashes and a
number of people have had to perish con-
sequently. It is these sufferings that have
led our leaders to have fresh thoughts on
the question of communalism. Every pro-
gressive and liberal person has agreed on
one thing: Communalism should be
suppressed with an iron hand. But there
ends the agreement. But what actually are
the causes of the ugly inter-communal
rivalries that have tarnished the secular
image of our country? How can We solve
the problem? These are questions to Which
answers vary from person to person.

It is difficult to point out anything
specifically as the cause of communalism.
One thing is certain-the problem is not of
recent origin. It has a long history dating
back to several centuries.

Ever since the Muslims first invaded
India, their relationship with the natives of
the land had not been very friendly. Some
Mughal emperors positively antagonized
Hindus, causing resentment among them.
The fading away of the Mughals and the
emergence of the British as our rulers did
not remove this Hindu-Muslim bitterness,

which the British later cleverly exploited to
further their political interests.

No wonder, many today attribute the
communal problem to the wicked deeds of
the British imperialists. According to this
school of thought, the British, in order to
disrupt the unity of the country, deliberately
created misunderstanding between the Hin-
dus and the Muslims by exaggerating the
alleged anti-Hindu acts of Muslim rulers
and vice-versa.

Another reason given is the so-called
Hindu hegemony in various spheres of
national life. According to the subscribers
to this view, the majority community has
tended to dominate every activity, thus
relegating the minorities to a lower level
as second-class groups. The answer lies,
it is argued, in giving more representation
to the minorities in various fields, and
giving them special rights But this alle-
gation is very unfair and it is unfortunate
that even some of our national leaders
conform to this view that Hindus alone are
to blame for communalism. These leaders
have even gone to the extent of placating
some minority communities for political
reasons, under the garb of secularism.

The baselessness of this charge is
obvious from the fact that Muslims and
other pon-Hindus have decorated disti-
nguished posts in our country. The Ilate
Dr. Zakir Hussain and Chief Justice Hidaya-
tullah are shining examples. So it is mean-
ingless to say that Muslims have been neg-

lected. As Mr. M. C. Chagla, an illustrious

Muslim, has rightly said, it is high time the

members of his religion considered them-
selves as Indians first and not as minorities
déserving privileges.

Our government talks loudly about
secularism but in practice it is following a
policy of appeasing minority communities.
Our Civil Code is not wuniform. The
Government took undue interest in reforming
the Hindu Code but has carefully avoided
disturbing the status - quo with respect to

Islam. This has naturally created concern
"~ among some Hindus who see a threat to
their religion. The fanatics in the majority

community fish in these troubled waters.

So, if there is to be real communal
harmony the Government should bring for-

ward a uniform civil code binding equally
on all faiths. Muslims and other minority
communities should join the mainstream of
national life and stop being ¢ minorities
wanting protection . Hindus in reciprocity
should accept others as brothers, and co-
partners in the task of nation-building.
This will help create a healthy climate. All
communal propaganda must be out-lawed,
and offenders stringently punished. Political
activities must be freed of religious over-
tones. If these measures are carried out
sincerely it will go a long way in minimiz-
ing, if not eliminating completely, the
chances of a communal flare-up. Let us
look forward to the day of a really secular
and progressive India.
