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RT. REV. THOMAS KURIALACHERRY -
A CHARISMATIC MAN

Sr. Lizbeth Karuvelithara, S- A- B- S-

December 8, 1983 is the 75th anniversary
of the birth of the SABS Congregation in
Kerala. Like a mustard seed, it has grown into
a full fledged tree, spreadingits branches all
throughout Kerala and to the four corners of
the world. As we look back into the past, we
can’t but bow our heads to the ‘“small man”
who is responsible for this big family. And
it is befitting on our part to look into that
man’s life so as to enable us to be renewed in
his charism. It is none other than Dr. Thomas
Kurialacherry, the first native bishop of
Changanacherry.

Birth and childhood

Nothing extraordinary has taken place
with regard to the birth of Kunjuthommachen
as he was fondly called by his beloved mother,
except perhaps what was foretold by a Hindu
priest cum  foreteller — the child is born
with royal greatness. This was what was
said by the Hindu priest in whose house
Kunjthomachen's father was chatting in the
evening when the birth of the child was
announced to him. Born on January 14, 1873
the child had his early education in his own
native place. He had his English education
at Changanacherry but unfortunately he had
to discontinue it due to his father’s death.
Later as directed by the then bishop he
continued his studies at St. Ephrem’s
Mannanam.

““The child is the father of the man.”

This was very aptly seen in the childhood
of Kunjuthomachen. One of the earliest
pastimes of our hero was to act as a priest.
He will call around his companions, make them
sit around him and he would stand on a high
place talking to them. Sometimes this, he
would do all alone. Making earthen crosses,

earthen altars and offering prayers was also
one of the pastimes of this little child. While
at Mannanam it was his special feature to help
at all the masses on the altar of Our Lady.
Also he found time to decorate the altar of
Our Lady. Whenever he got a little time he
was_very particular to spend his time before
the Blessed Sacrament, justto look at jesus
and to be looked upon. The apostle of the
Blessed Sacrament had his beginnings in the
Chapel of St. Ephrems. The mustard seed
had been sown there, later to be branched
into various parts of the world.

Even as a little boy he was blessed by
the spirit of discernment. Once at school at
the request of a poor boy he gave hima text
book. But one of his compinions who Was
jealous of it frightened him by saying this
was wrong and that he will be punished for
that. At his insistence Thomas got back the
book which he gave. Later he began to think,
how mean it was on his part to get back the
book. After praying he approached his compa-
nion and requested him to take back the
book. Though he refused at first because of
the humble approach of Thomas the boy
acccepted it and Thomas thus became happy.

Priest

To be a priest was a life long desire and
through continuous prayer and disernment he
took his decision to consecrate himself to be
a priest in 1888. He had the good fortune of
having his priestly education in Rome in 1890
he left for Rome and was ordained there on
May 27, 1899 by Cardinal Casentha who prop-
hesied that he will become a bishop within 12
years.

During his stay in Rome he found time
to visit the nearby perpetual adoration chapel
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and spend long hours there communicating to
the Lord. The desire to start a congregation
of perpetusl adorers caught his mind there
and he prayed to the Lord to show him the
way. what he would do when he returned
to his native place, he had thought of and
written down in his diary. The desire to start
a congregation of Adoration Sisters had such
a great grip in his mind that one night he
had a dream where in his own native place
he saw a few sisters in white robes and blue
cape adoring the Blessed Sacrament. The loca-
tion of this chapel was simply a strech of
water and so he wondered whether this dream
would materialise. God has His own plans
and in later years the first convent and chapel
of the Adoration Sisters was built up in the
same location as he had dreamt

He was an exemplary priest and people
had high esteem and praise for Fr. Kurialacherry.
They had such a conviction of him that they
respected him. This is the testimony given by
a marthomite of Edathua. Sri. K. G. Joseph
Kocherry also has the same testimony that
people had no complaints about him but only
high appreciation.

As a bishop he has written a very long
exhortation to the priests reminding them of
their duties and responsibilities how they have
to be faithful to their vocation. This is proof
enough to determine how he cared for the
priestly vocation.

Love for the enemnies

To actualise his dream of building a chapel
for the proposed Adoration congregation, he
had applied for sanction. The Govt. officials
came to examine the site and they were pleased
with it and so sanction was accorded. Even
before they left the place it was brought to
the attention of Fr. Kurialacherry that the one
who had opposed (a catholic) was sinking.
Fr. Thomas not waiting for anybody else
immediately left the place, he himself taking
the car so that he could reach there as early
as possible. Thanks to the Almighty that he
reached there rightin time to administer the
last sacraments.

Even towards psople who opposed him
on his own problem, he always extendeda
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warm bhand. It issaid that once it happened
that a gentleman who was his opponent, in
his anger raised his foot against him screming
‘are you a priest’. Itso happened that a few
days later an ulcer developed on that foot and
seemed incurable. The gentleman felt bad, and
because of the prick of conscience, together
with the whole family he came to Fr.
Kurirlacherry in turn comforted him with a
smile saying that he had forgotten it long
before.

In later years a primary school Headmaster
from Ambalapuzha published some bad news
in ‘‘Parasuraman’, a Malayalam daily about
Fr. Kurialacherry and the school run by the

sisters. Though it was brought to the attentiom
of Fr. Kurialacherry he did’nt pay much attent-

ion toit. However the headmaster himself
realised his fault and came to Fr. Kurialacherry
and made peace with him.

Love for the Poor

Right from his early childhood he had a
soft corner for the poor and the needy and
he always responded to their needs. It was
because of this innate habit in him that he
took upon himself the responsibility of raising
a young boy from his dying mother, who was
on her death bed dying of cholera and helped
the boy to be ordained a priest. He had no
inhibition to sit and eat with the poor. Itis
said that once a rich maa giving meals to the
poor of thelocality. Fr. Kurialacherry visited
there and the owner asked him whether he
had come to participate in the meal. Straight-
away Fr. Kurilacherry took his seat among
the poor and ate with them in earthen vessels
Once he realised that the coconuts gathered
by the side of the church was decreasing
daily and he wanted to find out the reason.
As he was watching, he recognised the robber
and to the man he gave a few more, warning
him not to steal anymore.

A man of Ecumenical vision

Looking into the efforts at ecumenism
of the modern times we see that Fr.
Kurialacherry bhad this vision even in those
days. As a priest he took it his duty to visit
the houses of his parishioners and as he went
he was particular not to omit any house in



between whether it belonged to'a noncatholic
or non-X‘tian. In fact he had a great concern
for the non-catholics. Ia this connection it
may be recollected that it was because of his
care and concern that families like Payyampally
and = Powathikunnel, re-united with the
Catholic Charch. In spite of the small
number of Catholics at Mallappally, who had
re-united with the Catholic church, he was
ready to start convent, school and Church
for them at their request. He was ready
to comply with thé request of his people
without considering his own status.
Sri. Philipose Mathai of Mallappally who had
been received into the Catholic - Church
expressed . his desire to meet Bishop
Kurialacherry when he had come for the
pastoral visit as the fo'rmer was laid up.
Very gladly the bishop condescended to his
desire. To comply with the Govt. regulations,
when he was a priest at Edadhua he had
no inhibition in appointing a Marthomite
lady in the girl's section of the school.
He was looked upon as a man of good
will, even by Hindus and it is said that
when he wanted to start his long cherished
Congregation for sisters and its first Chapel
at Champakulam some Catholics opposed
him on the ground that it will wound the
feelings of the Hindu bretheren who had a
temple. To collect evidence on the spot
the then Diwan Peshkar visited the place
and called around the Hindus who in one

voice damanded that Fr. Kurialacherryss
request may be complied with.

The ridicule turns out to be a prophecy.

Fr. Kurialacherry was transferred from
Edathua to Champakulam and all the wards
(parishoners) of the parish except Changan-
kary accompnied him in snakeboats and other
little boats, thus giving a royal farewell.
For some petty quarrel the people of
Changankary kept aloof. More than that
they mocked at him howling ‘‘here goes the
bishop™. Later they realised ‘mysterious are
the ways of the Lord’. when they also
joined together in giving a royal reception to
the newly consecrated bishop Kurialacherry
in 1911. He was noted for his humility. It is
said that once he visited his companion Fr.
Parakulangara at Bharananganam. There was
only one cot and Fr. Parakulangara offered

1t to Fr. Kurialacherry which he refused.
However Fr. Parakulangara insisted saying
Jokingly that otherwise when Fr. Kurialacherry
became a Bishop he would find fault with

him for making him sleep on the ground.
Finally they shared the cot. It seemed that
he had the power of foretelling things. After
laying the foundation stone of S.B. College
he told Fr. Koshy Mampalamthat he won’t see
it completed which became true. Also there are
instances of him telling some of the sisters of
his “own” Congregation, after receiving them
into postulancy that they won’t receive the habit
from him. After visiting Sr. Teresa on her
deathbed Bishop Kurialacherry told her to
give his regards to Our Lady when she reached
heaven and added that he will reach there
before her. It so happend that Bishop Kurial-
acherry died on June 2, 1925 and Sr. Teresa
on July 4.

Exeorcist

Bishop Kurialacherry Exercised his power
of Exorcism sometimes even at the cost of his
own personal life. It is said that once a
possessed lady was brought to him and the
Bishop commanded the devil to leave her.
She in turn screamed ‘I will reveal to the
public your secret sins’. The bishop responded
giving her permission to do so, however
commanding the evil spirit to leave her. She
had to say only that he was distracted during
Mass.

An Educationist

Bishop Kurialacherry was a great educat-
jonist. It was his great desire to start schools
wherever there was none. He gave greater
importance to women’s education because he
believed that if a girl is educated, the family
is educated and through that the locality and the .
entire world. No wonder he gave this as the
main apostolate to the Adoration Sisters who
are carrying on this right from the nursery
up to the College level.

Apostle of the Blessed Sacrament

Above all Bishop Kurialacherry was great
apostle of the Blessed Sacrament. The love
he had imbibed from the Eucharistic Lord he
wanted to share with others and when he
could do something for this he did all he
can, His circular to the entire diocese on the
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love of the Eucharistic Lord is so moving that
ofme who reads it meditatively is compelled to
spend some time before the Blessed Sacrament.
Holy Hour on Thursdays, 13 hours adoration,
40 hours adoration, solem High Mass with
the Blessed Sacrament exposed followed by
benediction, on first Fridays and Benediction

on Sundays and days of obligation, Eucharistic
procession were some of the ways in which
he tried to promote Eucharistic devotion.
Above all the Congregation of the Sisters of
the Adoration of the Blessed Sacrament spread
far and wide in the world was his long-

cherished desire to make known to the world
the love of the Eucharistic Lord.

The first Easter morn ,Jesus apécarcd to
Mary Magdelene. She first took Him for

the gardener, and then recognised Him, from °

the familiar voice and intimate appellation.
what comes after seems to me the most centra]
point of Gospel message, — summing up the
main purpose of Jesus® very life on earth:

—the outburst of His joyous message—
“My Father and your Fatﬁer
My God and your God”(Jn. 20:17)

Many theologians talk of Jesus growing
in His consciousness of His identity, all thr-
ough His life.

After resurrection it must have been the
fulness | completeness of such consciousness.
If these words burst forth from his mouth
at the outset, at the first meeting of His
loved ones, this must have been the fulness
of His identity; the completeness of His con-
sCciousness.

“My Father — your Father”
We have a common Father with Jesus—

What a tremendous revelation! What a
marvellous truth! St. Paul says that all who
are led by the spirit are sons of God crying
to Him °‘Abba, Father’ and His spirit speaks
to us deep in our hearts, telling us that we
are really God’schildren. (Rom. 8:14 ff).

There is a great longing in man, as in
a child to know the Father. Philip asked
Jesus, “Show us the Father ...”” (Ja. 14:8).
Jesus must have been pained to hear that;
not because Philip longed thus, to see the
Father, but to know that man longs to see

the the Father, and yet, Jesus the only way
to the Father, experiences the stark reality of

human limitation to communicate totally what
the Father is.
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“Philip don’t you even yet know,......
even after all this time I have been
with you ? Anyone who has seen me
has seen the Father?... So why are you
asking to see him? (In. 14:9 ff). ]

Gospel does not say any further; yet let
us take the liberty to imagin, what our Lord
could have further told, in after effect of
this strikingly pathetic request of Philip.

“Philip, can’t you see from all that
I have said and did. My words and
works show that the Father is in me.
Or else believe it because of the mighty
miracles you have seen me do.”

“ I told, once, to Nicodemus, : you-
believe only because of mighty mira
cles, I shall give you even greater
proof of God’s goodeness, that I
will be lifted up - as a sign of God’s
love’’-

“Again I tell you, Philip; you will
see the fulness of the Father, the
extent of His love when I am lifted
up. Yes, then, you will see the Father
in total revelation. I don’t know in
what other more effective way I
could show you what the Father is”.

““He is love, that knows no limit. Its
nature is like that of the water flowing
down, penetrating deeper into the heart
of the earth, thus running down after
the last and the lowest creature (sinner)
to refresh and to give new life.

“Don’t you remeber how the Psalmist
has described the Father. He with the
limited experience, a glimpse of God’s
goodness; he could describe thus: “You
search me,... you follow me placing your
hand of blessing on my head, I can never



be lost to your spirit; if I go up to
heaven, you are there; if I go down to
the place of dead, you are there, vou
are thinking about me constantly.. ...
(Ps 139)

Yes Philip, that is the Father. Oh! how,
better can I manifest Him? How I long, and
thirst to show you the full extent of His
unbounded love!

After washing the feet of His disciples®
most probably Jesus would have looked at
Philip, as much as to say, ‘““Have you seen,
now, the Father in me’”. This is what the
Father is. He never stands on formalities,
He takes the initiative and lowers down to
the last and least (in the eyes of men) in
pleading love, just to.do good.

“Philip, my longing to be with you
all even to the ends of time, is
nothing but the very longing of the
Father to be with men in a visible
manner, as a love that has totally
surrendered itself out of shere folly
of love”.

“Here is my Body, here is my Blood.
I shall give this as food and drink,
yves food and drink are the constant
and the very basic requirement of
men. Thus, as food and drink, 1
(hence the Father) could reach out
to all, practically all men, most inti-
mately reaching into their very being’’.

While hanging on the corss along with
the criminals, He has reached out to the low-

est members of the society. He is one with
them. conversing with the criminal, ‘‘You shall
be with me today”. After this expression of
magnanimous love, did he look out for Philip
in the midst of the crowd, to ask, ‘‘Philip,
have you seen the Father now?”’.

‘‘Father himself loves you dearly”. (Jn.
16:27). He loved the world so much that
He gave His only son to reveal the uttermost
limit of His love. The thrilling fact is that
He is not merely loving us out of condes-
cending benevolence, but He is Our Father.
Hence Jesus could teach wus to Pray thus
addressing the Father as “‘Our Father

wkexxxx Father, the immensity of your
love 1is like the water in-
nondating the whole creation,
reaching out to the extremeties
of the world and flowing
down to the very depth of
our being.

Thank you Father for Jesus,
who showed us the depth of

your love on the Cross, and
the extent of your love in the

Eucharistic presence.

Father, tell me how I could
be like Him, in revealing you,
to those around me who
knowingly or unknowingly chall-
enge me,

In a blessed moment on the fine ' morning
of Dec. 8, 1908 six young girls who decided to
serve Christ with total self- giving were given
the first veil. This veil marked the entrance
into postulancy of a would- be Congregation
envisaged by Rev. Fr. Thomas Kurialacherry
The event took place in the famous.
St .George’s Church, Edathua.

" This pioneer group was led by the heroic
Vallayil Philomina, now renamed Mary Jane
Francisca de Shantal. For convenience she
was called ‘Shantal’ by all. Shantal waited
for more than a decade in Preparation for
this great event.

Hardly did the little pioneers imagin
that seventy five years from then about 3000
of their sisters would celebrate the Platinum
Jubilee of their entry into postulancy in 228
convents spread all over India and even be-
yond the seas. They never even dreamt
that a souvenir would be published. The
mustard seed has grown into a big tree. Na-
turally and surely enough a write-up about
Mother Shantal ought to be included in the
souvenir. This article gives just a few obser-
vations and impressions about Mother Shantal.

It was in 1942 that I first met Mother
Shantal. I had just come to the convent as
an aspirant to religious life. while staying in
the boarding house at Athirampuzha, I met
her first on my way toe the chapel. The
strange feeling I had in the new environment
was totally dispelled by the simple, natural
affectionate and motherly words she had for
me. A great soul talking more about God
and salvation of souls than anything else, we
the boarders were delighted in her company.
Besides, we loved to hear about her adven-
turous past and experiences like the following:
Once she was travelling in a bullockcart
with children from Mutholy to Athirampuzha.
The cart stopped at Athirampuzha. All were
sleeping except her.Some drunkards were appro-
aching the cart. It was dangerous. She covered
herself well with a blanket and tied a shawl
around her head as men would do and shou-
ted “Hey, Raman Pillai, hey Sankarapillai,
get up, getup and take these fellows under
custody”. saying this she beat hard against
the side of the cart. The drunkards got fri-
ghtened and ran away thinking it was a
police vehicle.
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' She was a great soul: a soul with a clear goal
and clear vision of it all the time. In her
company we felt strong.

From our conversations with the senior
boarders we came to know that Mother Sha-
ntal was the first member of the congrega-
tion. She was a widow and she had a daughter-
Later the daughter also became a sister of the
same congregation. Sr. Mary Thomas by name.
Our admiration and wonder only grew further.
She really was a great soul, an extra-ordinary
soul.

Years rolled away, as a newly professed
sister I came to live in a certain convent
Mother Shantal also was there. I was happy
to be with her. I used to write letters for
her during free time. She had great respect
for silence.

Some how or other it came to my notice
that some sisters did not treat her with respect.
Gradually I understood that she was thought
to be one who broke the rules. She suffered.
But not a word of complaint came from her.
If others hurt her she prayed for them and
also for their families. She wused to offer
all her suffering for the glory of the Euchari-
stic Lord and for the salvation of Ssouls.
“Jesus my love, Holy Trinity, my everlasting
happiness.”” she would frequently say. She
used to spend hours and hours in adoration
in the chapel, alone and sometimes with school
children saying the rosary.

She was the first one to enter chapel
early in the morning. When others would
come all the windows would be already opened.
She used to do that everyday with a prayer
to Jesus to open the gates of heaven for her
upon her death. She showed keen interest
in the upkeep of the chapel, in the arrange-
ment of flowers on the altar and in the
maintenance of beautiful gardens to obtain
plenty of flowers for the chapel. This shows
her greatest respect for our Eucharistic Lord.

On closer contact with her, I learned
that she had a maternal consideration for all
the sisters. She never showed any unpleas-
antness to any one. She was never angry or
impatient and treated all the sisters alike.
She knew how to run the affairs of the
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convent very well. She was kind, considerate
and generous to all, especially those who by
their special circumstances needed particular
attention.

But she was kept out of administration
almost all of her life time, She was reckoned
a misfit for that. Being gifted with natural
talents and capabilities it would have been
a life-long suffering for her that she was
rejected by her own. But she accepted it
with humility and never complained about it
in her heart or in words. She had followed
the mentality of our Lady who said ‘‘Behold
the Handmaid of the Lord”. Mother Shantal
lived in the spirit of a handmaid to all her
sisters. '

Mother Shantal was chosen by God to
be the pioneer member of a mnew religious
congregation under the guidance of Bishop
Kurialacherry. The two of them met first in
1899, Philomina, a widow, 19 years old with a
daughter a few months old. Because of
the pressure of the family members, she
got married against her will, she had
wished to becomes a religious sister. But her
married life did not last many years. After
the birth of a darling baby girl, the father
expired. Philomina did not lose courage. She
put her trust in the Lord and waited and
prayed continuously for a way to dedicate
herself to the service of God and service of
His poor.

‘Everything helps to secure the good of
those who love God, those whom he
has called in  fulfilment of his design
(Rom: 8:28 ).  Bishop Kurialacherry, at
the time Fr. Thomas, had just returned from
Rome full of zeal and thinking of starting a
congregation for Adoration of the Eucharistic
Lord, assured her of God’s call to a higher
vocation. and chose her as the right person
to get started, in the establishment of the new
religious congregation. He guided her in prayer,
and meditation and prescribed a regular time-
table to follow. After a period of four
years of testing and training she was sent
to the clarist convent, Changanacherry to
attend regular school. Leaving her 4 years
old child at home at the age of 22 she joined
the first standard. No wonder the children
called her ‘big girl’ and laughed. She faced it



courageously. The good sisters promoted her
successively through the 1st, the 2nd and the
3rd standards and by the end of the first
month, she was in the 4th standard. All the
sisters were so impressed by her ways thal
they wished to have her join the Clarist
Convent. -But Fr. Thomas sent her to Mutholy
for further' studies. For a period of four,
years she studied at Mutholy but was
not able to pass the 7th -~ standard
During the days of the examination one of
the children got sick suddenly and she had
to leave her examination paper and attend to
the sick child. She failed in the exmination,
‘As it is it seems as if God has destined
us, his apostles to be in the lowest place of
4 | R We are fools for Chirst’s sake,
(Cor. 4:9-10.)

Mutholy was far away, journey was dif-
ficult. Expenses were high so, Shantal with
the children were admitted in the school at
Edathua. Fr. Thomas got a cow-shed as a
temporary house for the children. Shantal
and children lived in the stable for 12 days.
Then the residence was moved to a more
convenient boat-shed. They lived there for
almost an year. By the end of the year on
Dec. 8, 1908 Fr. Thomas gave the veil of
postulancy to Shantal, the leader and 5 of her
companions. By this time a temporary shed
was completed at Champakulam and the small
flock was moved to Champakulam. An ad-
ditional shed was erected and it formed a
school for girls with classes 1to 6. Shantal
went from house to house and collected
children. She was appointed sewing mistress.
There was much opposition from some locals.
They insulted her even by writing in news-
papers. Gradually the opposition subsided;
the 7th class was added. A new buliding
was constructed for the school and all the
classes were shifted to the new building.

Three years later, in 1911 Fr. Thomas
Kurialacherry was appointed Vicar Apostolic
of the newly erected diocese of Changanacherry.
Shantal and her companions rejoiced like
anything. Their Bishop, their father and
founder, gave them the religious habit on
Dec. 11, 1911. A long cherished dream had
come true. Shaatal rejoiced more- than, any
one else.

For the next four years, Shantal was
sent to live at the Clarist Convent, Changa-
nacherry. She continued to be active as she
naturally was right from the beginning. She
engaged herself in the establishment of schools
and convents. Thuruthy,Mallappally, Mammoodu
and Vazhappally schools were the fruits of
her labour. But, troubles started for her. She
was judged as freedom-loving and indepen-
dent. Reports reached the bishop. When it
was time for receiving the final vows the
opinion was against her. She was withheld:
The other four whom she had guided and
helped right through were admitted to the
final vows. This was a shock, a terrible rejec
tion; a public humiliation. But she was silent;
she kept everything in her heart. She never
complained. Probably she recalled what had
happened to her Eucharistic Lord. “‘He came
to what was his own, and they who were
his own gave him no welcome” {St. Jn. 1: 5:1 1).
This event has reference to a dream Shantal
had even while she was at home and was
being prepared for this great work by Fr.
Thomas. In the dream, she saw many virgins
worshipping the Eucharistic Lord; but she
herself was rejected. At once, she resolved
hat she would follow Jesus carrying the cross
by spending her life as a servant in the con-
vent, in case she is actually rejected or ex-
pelled from the convent. The Lord had given
her a forestaste of what was to befall; hence,
she was not taken unawares. She did not

protest, but in humble obedience accepted the
humiliation.

Considering the religious spirit that pre
vailed in those days, it would have been very
possible that thle general opinion and judge-
ment about Shantal was worse than -postponing
her final vows. That would have been the
reason why Shantal was admitted to the final

vows secretly in the chapel of the Bishop’s
house.

This event was the beginning of a life-
time suffering; a humiliation that lasted to
the very end. It seems most likely that some
of the sisters who could not understand the
spirit. which led Shantal, misinterpreted her
actions and others joined, as they were not
that much enlightened at that early stage to
recognise and support her. This rejection
increased as days went by. :
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Mother Shantal had the greatest urge to
bring many souls to her Eucharistic Lord.
Therefore she worked hard to establish schools
and convents in many places:- This was the
driving force <which enabled her to work with
courage and determination that won her 'the
tittle ‘Valiant woman’ from the public. But
this caused great suffering from right and left
including her own sisters. It was the general
trend of the day-as itis always with human
society-to look with suspicion on -anything
that is new; anything that deviates from the
long estabished tradition. Religious life was no
exception. A good religious was supposed to
remain in the convent, keeping away from
the world and observing the community exer-
cises as . strictly and regularly as possible.
In such a situation the activities and ' ways
of Mother Shantal presented a sharp contrast
and deviation.

Again, her life was entirely different from
that of the rest. She was married; she be
came a mother; she was widowed and how
could such a person become an exemplary
religious sister? Isn’t it ashame that she be
counted as a relgious sister? This was the
talk about her by some people who knew
her past eventful life; it was easy for others
to join.

Besides, she was far ahead of her group
in age, experience and in the ability to meet
and mingle with people. From the very
beginning she had done everything for the
group, with the permission and according to
the expectation of the Bishop. She was the
first stone the corner, stone. That position could
not be extended to anyone else; nor could
everything be discussed with eveyone in the
community. It was quite natural that compla-
ints would go to the Bishop. Complaints
there were plenty. The Bishop could not
estrange the group which would otherwise be
misled into misunderstanding because everyone
knew only too well that Shantal was dear
to him. He probably chose the lesser evil
because he knew that Shantal would take it
in spite of the great pain it involved. Thus
Shantal was caught in a mael-storm of accusa-
tions, ridicule and rejection which continued
all through her life. The bishop knew only
too well that Shantal was innocent before
God.

Until the death of Bishop Kurialacherry,
Shantal was active; from then on she retreatedt
from active apostolate. She was forty-five
years when the bishop expired. For the rets
of her life - a period of forty -seven years-
she lived in humble obedience, seclusion, and
abjection but in deep union with God. The
storm of opposition and misunderstanding raged
wild with thunder and lightening in the form
of public penances and punishments. Very
slowly and gradually it ‘abated and ended
totally with her death. A great soul of love,
a great soul of suffering. “It' may be God’s
will that we should suffer for doing right;
better that than for doing wrong’. (St. Peter I:

3:17)

Her glory began with her death. The
ending was just beautiful. During the time
of Mass, she fainted in the chapel on the
13th of May, 1972. Doctor told that it was
nothing serious, but due to age. She recovered.
On the 16th of May Bishop Powathil visited
the convent. Mother Shantal went to the
community room and got his blessing. That
was the last time she walked outside her room.
Her condition was deteriorating. She suffered
much. She was annointed on the 17th of May.
Sisters from all the convents kept on coming
to get her blessing. She blessed them all with
a smile in spite of the great pain she was
suffering from a big ulcer she had all her
life time, for which she never bothered to
get medical aid. That ulcer burst and ended
her suffering. She was at the point of death.
The last blessing was given. Kissing the
crucifix for the last time she passed away
at 1.30 P. M. on the 25th of May, 1972 leaving
a deep peace and a smile for those who
stood and watched. that beautiful soul flew
up to her beloved Lord Jesus.

Ever since her death, she is being glori-
fied in the Congregation. It grows brighter
and brighter as years go by. Her Birth
Centenary was celebrated in 1980. The tenth
aniversary of her death was celebrated in 1982.
She is being specially honoured this year,
the Platinum Jubilee year of the Congregation.
Unusual favours are reported as received
through her intercession.

Mother Shantal had to play a unique
role in the Congregation. It was a difficult



role. She had to demonstrate the suffering
Christ in her person. Establishing schools,
convents, hospitals, social action centres,
organizing prayer groups etc are rather lesser
roles or easier roles compared to the suffer-
ing, -long suffering of rejection, misunder
standing, ridicule and suspicion and that from
her own sisters whom she had led and worked
hard for.

Every one is agreed on the suffering she had;
her suffering without complaint; without ill-
feelling to anyone; and with love for those
who caused her suffering. She suffered to
glorify her Lord Jesus who chose the way
of suffering only. In her suffering she had
no match; in her devotion to Our Lord in
the Eucharist she had no match. The more
she suffered, the closer she came to God.

Her dual role as sufferer and true adorer
of the Most Bl. Sacrament shines clearer and
clearer as years pass. Her personal attachment
to God, her love of suffering and her
love of the poor gain more and more
importance and recognition as the congregation
is growing in members and in religious ex-

perience. She is a model for all. God has
destined her to be a model in flesh fand
blood for all her daughters. Every sister can
look up to her life and suffering and get
strength, and light and the inspiration to
suffer more. This is precisely what God asked
Mother Shantal to be a model for her sisters
of all times; a model lover of Jesus in the
Eucharist, a model lover of suffering and a
model friend of the poor. This is the only
way Mother Shantal had walked it aloné and

‘reached her goal. Time will tell that she

played a vital role in the founding of the
Congregation.

Sure, she was extra-ordinary; sure she was
great; sure she was a Mother to wus, our
great Grandma-our Valliamma-and we are
quite proud of her.

This article is only a brief and humble
acknowledgement and expression of the deep
appreciation and veneration, we, her daughters
have for her. We look up to her prayers
and blessings on the Congregation on this
special occasion, the Platinum Jubilee Cele-
bration.

&
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It is interesting to observe how in the
.course of history, souls gifted with special
charisma emerge at significant moments to
face the challenges of the day, and to ‘renew
-everything in Christ’. One such notable figure
of the Church in Kerala is Bishop Thomas
Kurialacherry of happy memory. His manifold
services to the people of God as pastor and
prelate were amply rewarded by Providence,
and culminated in the founding of a new
religious order - the congregation of the
Adoration of the BI1. Sacrament. As the
.congregation celebrates its platinum jubilee
this year, it seems opportune to take a
retrospective glance over the years passed by,
and to raise our hearts in praise and thanks-
giving to the Eucharistic Lord.

Fr. Thomas Kurialacherry was fortunate
indeed to have his priestly training in Propaganda

Despite his firm conviction and decision,
furher steps remained a vague and uncertain
prospect still. Deeply aware of his limitations
and the hardship he would have to face,
Fr. Thomas spent the days in prayerful thinking_
But with an unshakable trust in the Lord, he
marched on ahead, waiting for the moment
of the Lord.

God’s inscrutable ways revealed themselves
before long in a young widow of Champakulam
who had made up her mind to live a life
of prayer and commitment. On the beautiful
Sunday morning of Nov. 19th, 1899, Fr. Thomas
gave asermon in the Church on devotion
to the sacred Heart of Jesus, without the
faintest idea that here he would meet the
soul God had designed to cooperate with
him in the founding of a new congregation
for Adoration of the Bl. Sacrament. The

‘College, Rome, and to be personally acquainted
with Cardinal Sartho, Patriarch of Venice
{(later Pope Pius X), a known devotee of the
Bl. Sacrament. The devotion to Jesus in the
Eucharist had always been in him from early
childhood, and later bloomed into a constant
commitment during his seminary days. The
long hours spent before the Bl Sacrament in
adoration were moments of joy and strength
for him, of an even closer relationship with
Jesus. As he came to know of a Perpetual
Adoration Convent near Propaganda College,
he became a frequent visitor there, to adore
the Lord, burning with a desire to spend
himself totally in His service. When he returned
to India in Nov. 1899 as a zealous young
priest, he had made up his mind to found

‘a congregation of women similar to the ones
he had seenin Europe, set apart primarily

for the adpration of the Bl. Sacrament.
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sermon on the Eucharist was uniquely touching
to all, but the humble widow, Philomina
Vallayil, felt especially called to a life of
dedication to the Bl. Sacrament, and decided
to talk to the fervent priest about it.

Fr. Thomas at once realized that the
moment he was waiting for, had come. The

God who had called Abraham and Moses to
lead His people had finally called him too

to a radical commitment, amidst extreme
uncertainty and an enormoas amount of
responsibility. Yet the sentiments that swept
over him were those of a joyous' acceptance
of the path shown to him and deep gratitude.
Fr. Thomas went on, sustained by nothing but
blind faith, in search of the new world that
was still ‘in the making’. He was well aware

of the risks involved in the founding of a new
religious order, yet hurled himself [totally
into the arms of God with an absolute trust



As he wished to build this new edifice
on strong foundations, Philomina was tried
and trained by him; and even sent back to
school to continue her studies in the I std.
at the age of 22. He was impressed by her
deep piety, humility, spirit of prayer, will
power and especially her devotion to the BI.
Sacrament. Inspired by her example, and
motivated towards a similar life, a few more
girls jomned her, and they were all sent for
their education and training to the Carmelite Con-
vent school at Mutholy. Later, when Fr. Thomas
was appointed Vicar of St. George’s Church,
Edathva, the girls were brought to Edathva
to be under his careful guidance Mr.Thomachan
Puthenparambil of happy memory, a close friend
of Fr. Thomas and is Popularly known as
““Kerala Assisi’’, offered his own house to
accomodate the girls. But Fr. Thomas accepted
his cow shed only as the first abode of his
daughters so that they may grow in a spirit
of poverty and humility right from the very
beginning.

Indeed the girls rejoiced in being fortunate
enough to have the origins of the congregation
of the Bl. Sacrament in surroundings similar
to that to Bethlehem. They felt privileged to
imitate Jesus—the poor of Yahweh-so closely,
and spent their days in study, hard labour
and prayer.

On Dec. 8th 1908, the first five members
were given the veil and formally accepted
into religious life, thus marking the birth of
the Congregation. More girls came forward
expressing their desire to join. But Bp. Makil,
the local ordinary, discouraged Fr. Thomas in
his endeavours, suggesting that the girls could
join one of the existing congregations. But
Fr. Thomas was firm, for he was fully convinced
of the unique charism of the new congregation.
And providence manifested itself again in the
appointment of Fr. Thomas as the new bishop
of Changanacherry in 1911.

The Congregation flourished and the
members grew in number under the guidanc®
and episcopal patronage of Bp. Thomas. His
own deep prayer life served as a source of

strength for the young sisters. Thus when -

Bp. Thomas enriched the congregation with an
intense spiritual leadership, Philomina Vallayil
(now Sr. Mary Shantal) strived for its external

growth too. Being an intelligent and enterprising
lady, she opened new houses in remote areas
of the diocese. Her services in the field of
education were acclaimed by all, and with a
rare courage she withstood the many obstacles
of the early days. The long hours spent before
the Lord made her an apostle of the BI.
Sacrament, and she remained a supreme model
of an ‘active contemplative’ till she was called
to His eternal presence on May 25th 1972.

Bp. Thomas, the founder, nurtured his
own ‘child’ with paternal care till his death
in Rome on June 2nd 1925. By then, the
congregation had 9 branch houses, 73 professed
sisters, 61 novices and 35 aspirants. We recall
with immense gratitude that after the demise
of its founder, the congregation was faithfully
guided by Rev. Dr. James Kalacherry, the next
bishop of Changanacherry.

Under the patronage of the new prelate,
for over two decades, the congregation
extended its apostolate to wider fields. Canon-
ical novitiate for its members was started
in Thuruthy in 1933, and Mother Philomina
was elected the first mother general. Mother
Marcelina succeeded her. We bow in gratitude
before the valuable services of these noble
souls for the spiritual as well as material
growth of the congregation.

During this period the congregation spread
to other dioceses too, marking a significant
stage in its growth. The happy memory, the
late Mar Augutine Kandathil archbishop of
Ernakulam, wished to open a branch of the
congregation in his diocese, and the first
house was started in Koratty in 1930. Again
with the bifurcation of the Changanacherry
diocese into.- two dioceses in 1952, the
congregation too got a new unit in the
diocese of Palai. Mother Philomina was elected
the new mother general in Changanacherry,
and mother Regina in Palai. Mar Sebastian
Vayalil, the bishop of Palai encouraged the
sisters to open houses in different parts of
the diocese. Mother Mary Sienna (Ernakulam
1952-58) Mother Mary Celestine (Palai 55-61),
Mother Mary (Changanacherry 58-64) and
Mother Euodxia (Palai 61-64) were at the helm
of affairs in the congregation in the various
dioceses. When the Ernakulam diocese was
bifuracted in 1961, the congregation got a
new unit in Kothamangalam diocese.
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By mow the congregation which started
as a ‘little mustard seed’ had spread far and
wide, and the Palai Province made a bold
response to the call from Malabar. Eventually
the congregation itself took up mission
centres in the northern regions of the country
which  resulted in the spreading of the
Eucharistic devotion outside Kerala and later
even outside India as it had been envisaged
by its founder. In his prophetic insight
Bp. Thomas knew that the uplift of the people
through education was the felt need of the
then society. He spread the devotion to the
sacred Heart, to Our Lady, taught the people
about the sanctity of Christian families, and
stressed the need for prohibition. Even in
the constitution of the congregation he has
exhorted his daughters to consider the teaching
of catechism as one of their Prime duties,
and to run boarding schools for girls.
They were faithfully taken up and carried
out by his daughters. It was further in the
plan of the founder that his daughters should
constantly live the Eucharistic life, and lead
others too into this wellspring of life eternal.

in different dioceses
thrived well and made remarkable progress
under the respective mothers general. But it
had to be unified under one superior general
to get its constitution approved. Rev. Fr.
Eliseus O.C.D. was appointed as the apostolic
delegate for the congregation, and later Rev.
Fr. Francis Sales CMI was the Roman delegate
to help the congregation in the tedious job
of amalgamation. Mother Espirith was elected
the first superior general of the whole con-
gregation in 1963. A generalate was the felt
need of the moment, the foundation stone of
which was laid in Dec. 1964, on the occasion
of the Eucharistic congress in Bombay. Cenacle,
the Generalate, was blessed on March 18th 1969,
by H.E. Cardinal Parecattil, and is righty called
the power house of the congregation, the force
that binds us all together in love.

The congregation

The golden jubilee of the congregation
was celebrated in 1966, and also the 50th
anniversary of the profession of its first
members. The highlight of the celebrations
was the Eucharistic procession at Perpetual
Adoration Chapel, Vazhappally led by 50
priests and participatec} by numerous sisters
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and lay people. The congregation was raised
to the Pontifical status on Feb. 11,1968 by

H. E. Cardinal Maximilian de Fuerstenburg —
thanks to the valuable help of Rev. Fr. Sales
C.M.I. On this occasion the revised constitution:
of the congregation was approved on an ex-
perimental basis.

On Dec. 8th, 1973 Mother Alphonsus Maria
was elected as the second superior general
of the congregation for a period of six years.
The new province of Kanjirappally was started
during this time. The 50th death anniversary
of the founder was celebrated on June 2,1975
and the year was dedicated in a special way
to spiritual renewal. The task of guiding the
destinies of the congregation is currently taken
up by Mother Lambert. Realising fully well
that the call of Vat. Il to return to the
sources holds an ever greater relevance today,
the sisters have been recently pursuing a deep
study of the charism of the congregation.
The Vice-province of Mananthavady was
started in 1979, thus making the total number 7.

The congregation today has 2656 members.
working in India, Kenya, Rome, Germany,
Australia etc. in close collaboration with the
local bishops and other charitable agencies.
The ‘House of Prayer’ at the Generalate
stands out as the sustaining force behind all
our activities, and keeps our gaze fixed on
the ‘Beyond’ even while fully alive to the
reality of the here and now. Sisters gladly
avail themselves of the opportunity to spend
a few weeks or months behind the closed
doors of its enclosure, to enjoy His Presence
and come back spiritually refreshed.

75 years in the history of a congregation
i1s a significant span of time indced. Here we
pause a while to say ‘thanks’ for all that
has been, and to say ‘Yes’ for all that will be.
The Lord in his mercy has been good and
kind to us all along, and we raise our hearts
in profound gratitude to Him. We hope and
pray that thes spirit of Jesus in the Eucharist
be our strength and comfort as we strive to.
live the reality of his words, ‘‘unless the grain
of wheat falls to the ground and dies it
remains alone; but if it dies, it bears much

fruit”. (Jn. 12:24)

The Adoration Congregation is completing
75 years since it began its pilgrimage. Even
then it is not yet time to forget the sources; nor
for the goals to fade out.

The exhortation Council fathers gave at
the Vat II is unambiguous: Return to the
Sources. The Word Incarnate is to be discovered
in the Scriptures and the authentic life style
of the Christian Community particularly of
the early centuries. This is the vision behind
the call to go back to the sources. That must
also be the main thrust and goal in being
Pontifical. It is in this background that any
founder of a religious community is to be
seen, his spirit and purpose to be under-
stood. The specific charism of a religious
community is the mnectar collected by the
founder through contemplation and interior
silence from Christ, the honeycomb. He is
channelizing Christ’s life, love and truthto a
community. The aspirations of the community
and the needs of the times give inCividuality
and uniqueness to this venture. While Basil
and Benedict discovered Jesus of Nazareth,
Assisi encountered mainly Jesus of Bethlehem.
Even so, Loyola, Dominic, Ligouri and the
like saw Jesus from other angles and under
different circumstances and bore witness to
him in contemporary society. '

The Saintly Bishop Kurialacherry was
naturally struck by the Jesus at the Last
Supper. He imbibed the paschal spirit and
made an endowment of it to the christian
community of Kerala through the Adoration
Congregation. Jesus of the Last Supper is
Jesus of the Passover. It was on Jesus of
the Passover that his eyes were glued to.

Bishop Kurialacherry, who was fortunate
to have his priestly training at the Propaganda
College, must have seen the life style of
Eucharistic communities in Rome itself. The
characteristic feature of the early Christian
Communities was the common ideal based
on the Eucharistic Sacrifice, viz. ‘‘Love for
Love and Sacrifice for Sacrifice’’.  After
getting together to break the bread, when
they dispersed to toil, the ideal they shared
led them to Christian brotherhood, service,
witness and even to martyrdom. In the west,
the Bishop had met and got acquainted with
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those who imbibed this tradition and dedicated
their lives for the glory of God and the welfare
of the people.

There are religious communities, that
find fulfilment in adoring the holy Eucharist
all the 24 hours. The Bishop did not cut
out and bring a branch of this flowery bush
along. Instead, he did treasure its fragrance
in his heart. Thus, in divine providence, he
became the founder of the Adoration Congre-
gation in Kerala.

It was the merging point of two centuries-
19th and 20th. If we take into consideration
the divine providence that guides the destiny
of history, we can even call it a Triveni of
the waterflow of ages. These have certainly
influenced Fr. Kurialacherry. The first world
war had sent shivers all round the world.
Great Sacrifices were made by the people
of India for freedom. These unravelled the
darkness caused by the absence of fellow-
feeling, concern and unity based on truth.
The history of the Kerala church was not
different either. It was the time when Syro-
Malabar Christians had secured Bishops of
their own Rite and were moving forward to
ecclesial independence. Kurialacherry himself
was one of the first rays of that new era’s
dawn. The Kerala Catholic Community was
passing through a Passover experience in
matters of Liturgy and administration. The
passover that had its beginnings in Bishops
Levinje and Medlikot reached its culmination
in  Pazheparambil, Menachery, Makkil,
Kurialacherry and the like. God chose
Kurialacherry who strove in the midst of
this community, to forget the past and leap
forward, in order to be the instrument in
founding a paschal community in Kerala.
The community of aspirants that he formed
when a priest, has matured into today’s
Adoration Congregation of Pontifical Status.
As a Bishop he filled the community with
good seeds and made it grow intoa
cannonically recognised one.

The Adoration Congregation is a Paschal
Congregation, living the experience of the
Paschal Mystery. What does it mean to be a
Passover Community steeped in the Paschal
mystery ? What is the Passover experience?
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Answer is to be sought in the Bible
itself. Passover which means passing over
signified Israel’s liberation, pilgrimage and
entry into the Promised Land. Liberation
from Egypt’s domination, meant freedom from
slavery. Israel was the community of the
Promise. Hence of pilgrimage too ‘moving
forward to the Land of Promise. But, it
became a community ef captivity in the
course of time. It began its pilgrimage to
Palestine, the Promised Land, under the
leadership of Moses and Aaron. This pilgri-
mage lasted for forty years. It ended in a
victorious entry — a home coming.

This passing-over in jewish history emerged
into another higher and more sublime Pass-
over with Christ — the Passover of the New
Testament — it was the total liberation of
mankind from the domination of evil, a pilgri-
mage to heaven, the land of the Promise, the final
goal and fulfilment. The liberation was
obtained not by sacrificing the first-borns, but
through the self-giving of Christ, God’s first-
born. If the blood Israelites sprinkled on the
lintel and doorsteps was of lambs, the blood
that is being sprinkled on the forheads of those
who are called into the new covenant is of
the ‘Lamb of God who takes away the sins
of the world’. Jesus perfected the old coven-
ant while celebrating the Passover of the
Jews: He took bread in his hands and said:
This is my body which is offered for you.
In the same way also the cup, saying: This
is my blood which is poured out for you for
the forgiveness of sins —the blood of the
new and eternal covenant. He commanded
this Passover to be celebrated till His Second
coming.

It was mainly this breaking of the bread
that kept the first Christians united. This
was known as Agape or the banquet of love.
The first Christian community was certainly
a paschal community. There are two refer-
ences to this in the Acts of the Apostles:—
‘And they devoted themselves to the apostle’s
teaching and fellowship, to the breaking of

bread and the prayers” (Acts. 2: 42). “‘Now
the company of those who belived were of

one heart and one soul, and no one said that
any of the things which he possessed was his-
own, but they had everything in common.
And with great power the apostles gave their



estimony to the resurrection of the Lord Jesus,
and great grace was upon them all. There
was not a needy person among them, for as
many as were possessors of lands or houses sold
them, and brought the proceeds of what was
sold and laid it at the apostle’s feet; and
distribution was made to each as any had
need” (Acts. 4: 32-395).

We get the salient features of the paschal
community from this narrative. Breaking of
bread was the source of charity and unity;
in other words-Eucharist, Holy Mass. The
first: Christians who were united with Christ
through the celebration of the Eucharist led a
passover life liberated from themselves and
from everything else. They became the models
of Christian unity-Koinonia. No community
can exist as a community without ridding
itself of selfishness.

Bishop Kurialacherry desired to see a
model community that has interiorized the
selflessness exemplified by Chirst the Lord in
the Eucharist and the unity that emerges
from it, established in Kerala. That was the
need of the hour as well. The Adoration
Congregation that celebrates its Platinum Jubilee,
has to return to this original spirit. This
is the basic feature seen in the sources-both
in the Scripture and the founder’s vision.

A religious community is never an end in
itself. It is the sign and the way at one and
the same time. It will be a contradiction to
say that a sign-post is the way. But, it is true
in the case of religious life. Itis a sign-post
that heralds, “The spirit of Christ, the experience
of the Christ-event is here”- That experience
will always be liberating. It will be dynamic,
not static. It also includes the pilgrim nature
which is the second basic feature of the
passover. This new creation that has shed the
old selfish nature, marches forward freely-
with glitter in the eyes and’smile on the lips
There is an air of lightness, a tranquillity of
the heart that the world can not give. The
three vows-obedience, poverty and celibacy-
make man fully free; they make him a liberated
individual of the paschal community; enables
him to march forward bearing the banner of

pilgrimage. Those who consider vows cumber-
some are not yet real members of the passover

community.

The Eucharist (Agape) was the basis of
unity for the first Christian Community; it was

the source of fellowship (Koinonia), the clarion
call of service (diakonia). That is why they
moved into common ownership and need -
based distribution. = Naturally, their contem-
poraries were astonished. The greatest evangeli-
sation (Kerygma) is the life of service that is
saturated with love. But, they did not rest
content with it. Holding fast to the teaching
of the apostles, they bore forceful witness to

Christ’s, resurrection through word and deed.
All the first Christians were ‘martyrs’ — witnesses

in the etymological sense of the term, whether
they died shedding blood or mnot. Thus, the
paschal community is almost a foretaste and a
premordial form of the heavenly life that is to
blaze up at the end of time.

When we speak of Eucharistic or Adoration
Congregation, our thoughts should centre round
the life and experience of the first Christian
Community. Inspiration for remewal is also
to be drawn from there. Considering the
example in the Bible and the vision of the
founder, it becomes pretty clear that what
Bishop Kurialacherry presented to Kerala
was a Bucharistic Community. He envisaged
it to be an ever new source of inspiration
for the Kerala Christian church. That might
bhave been the reason why he did not restrict
its charism to adoration alone. He shaped
it as a paschal community that finds expression
in fellowship based on the Eucharist-service,
weitnessing, evangelisation unity, joy, etc. The
name Eucharistic Congregation seems to be more
suitable than the name in vogue- ‘Adoration
Congregation’. **

It goes without saying that greater
importance is to be attached to the contents
than to the name. It is hard to believe
hat Fr. Kurialacherry secured a stable as

the first nursery. Could he not get a com-
fortable ‘mansion’. He was unforgetably
emphasizing the ideal that the congregation

of the Holy Eucharist should be a community
that is fully liberated. It has to be sincerly

examined whether the ‘Adoration Congregation’
is losing this emblem of liberation. What-
ever be the activities engaged in, it is not
easy for a community to preserve its pilgrim
nature if it is not liberated. If the congregation
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is to move towards eventual fulfilment
(pleroma) the victorious entry into Jerusalem
—teaching should be based on living; hospital
work inspired by Christian diakonia and
community life permeated by Koinonia.
It is not sufficient to point finger at the
shalom ~ peace —of the Heavenly Jerusalem;
there should also be movement in that direct-
ion.

The Eucharistic Lord said, “I have come
to do thy will, O God, as it is written of me in

the roll of the book.” In like manner, the
members of the Eucharistic Congregation

have the obligation to offer themselves up
for the liberation and welfare of the society

whichever be the country or circumstances
they are in. It is nothing else but this that
they have undertaken through the attribute,
“‘Pontifical”’. It should be the outpouring of
the spirit of love and sacrifice imbibed from
the Eucharist, the genuine act of self-gift
that knows no boundaries. The domains of
education, health care and social service are
yet to be brought under the steady stream
of this overwhelming inspiration. Then will
they be transformed into authentic missionary
activity. Let the Eucharistic spirit that transfoms
everything be the characteristic of the ‘°‘Adoration
Congregation”. May God deign to let it pass
through the passover experience and rise up in
tomorrow’s horizon as a Eucharistic community.
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' S. A. B. S. FORMATION-
AT A GLANCE

The post-conciliar period has been witness-
ing a very serious crisis in religious life. Many
consecrated religious men and women have
either lost the meaning of a vowed life or
have lost their vocation itself. Advanced
studies on this problem have shown that most
of it is due to the lack of a proper, sound
and solid formation, especially in spiritual
life. Other contributing factors are the rapid
social and economic changes in the world and
the inability on the part of the religious to
keep up with them.

Now, coming to our congregation, we
also were facing a hard time of stress and
strain in religious life. The members of the
congregation as a whole have felt the urgency
of an up-to-date formation proper to the
religious of the modern times. So we have
started seeking the reliable sources of both
the most recent teachings of the church ag
well as experienced expertise in this field
Our attention first turned to the conciliar and
post conciliar documents on this subject
namely ““Lumen Gentium”’, ‘Perfectate Caritatis’,.
“Ecclesiae Sanctae and “Evangelica Testificatio’’
These documents taken together contain an
almost complete exposition of the various
elements needed for the formation of a
religious. Therefore we took these relevant
and reliable sources as the basis of our
renewal programmes especially for the planning
of formation. So a sincere attempt was made
for a genuine understanding of the documents
mentioned above and the conclusions which
we could arrive at are:-

1. Formation is not a programming to fit
people into a mould. It is rather being
shaped and shaping ourselves into the
person and image of Christ.

2. The inner life form should be transmitted
in -accordance with the specific spirit and
charism of the Congregation.

3. The formation should envisage the signs
of the times so as to enable the religious
of the future to confront with the exegencies
of the advancing circumstances in a good

spirit.

4. Formation, being a preparation for a
total and perfect offering of oneself to
Christ, no aspect of the human person
can be ignored in this process.

5. A genuine religious formation should
proceed by stages and be extended over
a longer period of time.

6. At the same time there should have a
continuity in formation without clear-cut
lines of demarcation between the various
stages and without abrupt transfer from
one stage to another.

Based on,.these conclusions we began to
rethink and evaluate the existing systeth of
formation. We could find out many drawbacks
in planning and execution. Therefore new.
steps bave been taken so as to enable the
sisters to respond to the signs of the times
without losing the identity as a faithful SABS
sister, in the Church. Thus a radical renewal
has taken place in the realm of formation
in our congregation.

In order to make the religious formation
more effective, meaningful and relevant to
modern times, the formation period has been
divided into different phases, namely aspirancy,
postulancy, novitiate, juniorate and ongoing
formation. Though these various stages are
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not completely independent of one another,
each stage has its own goal and the respective
means to achieve it. Since, at any stage the
‘person’ of the candidate in her totality is
more important, the present formation includes
the various dimensions of a human person
like physical, spiritual, intellectual, communal,
psychological and apostolic. They are interrelat-
ed and mutually completing elements of a
single whole, though the emphasis varies
according to the different stages of formation.
Now let us see briefly how the candidate is

helped at different stages in the process of
formation,

ASPIRANCY:- We may not see a specific.
phase of formation by name ‘aspirancy’ in
any of the documents of Vat. IT or in Canon
Law. But, since there is an obvious need
for it in the present day formation, we have
a period of preparation to the postulancy
extending from one to one -and a half year.

The specific goal of this stage is a fuller
human christian formation. To achieve this,
what we do at the very beginning is to create
a climate of homeliness by putting the can-
didates together in a community under the
guidance of a rather well experienced sister
It facilitates an atmosphere of freedom and
love where they can be of themselves without
any mask. This really helps her to know
herself and be known by others with both
her talents and limitations. During the early
period of aspirancy, few classes are alotted
for language studies so as to acquire fluency
and proficiency in English and Vernacular
language. They are encouraged to read the
newspapers, magazines and the selected perio-
dicals so as to get a wider knowledge even
in secular subjects.

In order to help the candidates for a
well built personality, a series of instructions
are given on good manners and etiquette,
character and temperaments, principles of
personal hygiene and a basic notion of natural
virtues like honesty, sincerity, cheerfulness
refinement and loyalty. In order to inculcate
in them a sense of responsibility and a spirit
of co-operation, they are entrusted with small
duties such as house keeping, cooking, gard.
ening etc. Besides, a general introduction to
the Holy Bible is given so that they may

T2

get the necessary background for their studies
during the subsequent years of formation.

A gradual initiation into various liturgicaj
and paraliturgical services takes place in the
ater period of aspirancy. They get necessary

'explanations and personal guidance on various

gpiritual exercises like rosary, way of the cross,
examen of conscience and above all the ordinary
of the mass and the reception of the sacraments
in a worthy manner. Besides, a detailed informa-
tion is given to them about the congregation - its
challenges and demands, its apostolic activities
and functions, its vision and mission. Towards
the end of aspirancy there is a three day
retreat on discipleship, as an orientation to
clarify and discern their vocation to religious
life.

Thus after a year of preliminary forma-

tion, the sister-incharge from her free mingling
and personal interview with the candidates

makes an assessment of each camdidate. Such
an assessment implies an evaluation of the
physical, spiritual, intellectual, psychological
fitness of the candidate and above all of the
authenticity of her vocation. Based on this
assessment the selection is made for postulancy
by Mother Provincial.

POSTULANCY:- This is a probationary period
of six months preceeding the entrance into
novitiate. This period aims at mainly, a
gradual transition from lay life to the life
proper to the institute. So, much emphasis
is laid on value clarification and integration
of religious values with the self-conceived
personal values. Instruction on justice, sincerity;
openness etc. helps them to a great extent
to deepen their newly conceived value system.
Along with this we try our best to present
the vision and mission, charism and character
of the congregation so that they may recognise
their vocation as a call from God to the
community of SABS Congregation.

Coming to the spiritual formation at this
stage, there iS instruction on christian living
and spiritual life which enables the candidates
for an effective consecration to God through
personal encounter with Christ. In order to
create an atmosphere that is conducive to
prayer life, we try to make them aware of
the importance of silepce, recollection and



personal study. Regular spiritual direction
which is an essential  aspect of formation
begins here. It is often given by the sister
who is in charge of the postulants. Gradual
initiation into different types and forms of
prayef and meditation helps them to experience
God in a deeper manner. Necessary guidance
for a meaningful and active participation in
the liturgy occupies an important place in
the programme of spiritual formation. Guided
monthly recollections by the Mistress and
personal and communal prayer are considered
to be effective means to establish a personal
relationship with Christ. Necessary guidelines
for an introduction to the appropriate
evangelical way of life is given by means
of a retreat on discipleship, lasting for six
days. Hours of adoration is allotted for
each candidate so as to implant in her a
taste of Eucharistic worship, the specific
spirit of the congregation.

A progressive and integral spiritual
formation pre-supposes a sufficient intellectual
orientation because, unless it is founded
upon solid intellectual convictions, one’s
spiritual  life is basically an unhealthy &
childish emotionalism. Thus being aware of
the intellectual background in formation,
sufficient classes are given on Sacred scripture,
spiritual life, religious life, sacraments, liturgical
year and liturgical seasons, community life,
Psychology and the history of the congregation.

Community life, being an essential element
of religious life, stress is given to the initiation
of the candidates in to the charismatic and
structural elements proper to the SABS
community. Since they are beginners in the
religious life, they needed special guidance
and training in community living. = Certain
group dynamics and community building exerci-
ses have been found very helpful for an easy
adjustment with others in the community.
Along with personal direction they also get
the necessary knowledge about the various
affective areas and psychosexual realities of
human person.

In order to make them aware of the
hardship of life and the dignity of labour
they are given various household duties and
out door manual works. Enough time is assigned
for relaxation of body and mind which is used

_ interest in

for the growth of the latent skills and talents
such as music and dance, drawing and painting;
cutting and tailoring, and other cultural activities.
At this stage also they are encouraged and helped
to enrich their language study and increase their
general knowledge by the reading of the
newspapers, relevant magazines and useful
periodicals.

Occasional evaluation by the mistress
together with the candidates proved to be
another effective means of formation. Their
spiritual matters, interpersonal
relationship in the community, aptitudes, atti-
tudes etc, are tested and measured. If they

are found suitable they are allowed to enter
the novitiate.

NOVITIATE:- Generally speaking this period
occupies an exceptional position in the whole
process of formation because it marks the very
beginning and the foundation of religious life.
It is important as it serves also as a preparation
for a life of total consecration to God, through
the practice of the evangelical counsels. This
preparation includes the continuation of discer-
ning and strengthening the vocation in order
to enable the candidate to decide upon their
commitment with full deliberation.

It is a time of total conversion of candidate.
the time of total putting off the old man and
putting on the new one which is mainly the
work of the spirit. What we have to do is
mainly the work of the spirit. What we have
to do is just to provide a favourable climate
for the working of the spirit and to help the
candidate to give good response to the
inspiration of ‘the spirit. This idea has induced
Our General Chapter so much that they have
taken the necessary steps to shift our novitiate -
houses from the hustle and bustle of activities to
an atmosphere of silence and solitude, essential
for prayer and reflection.

The novitiate being the most important
period in the whole formation system, its
duration has been fixed to two years. The

first year is meant to be ‘a year apart’ from
the rest of | the community.. This year of

formation presumes, a life style quite different
from that of an active relgious sister. The
goal focusses specifically on enabling the novices
to discern God’s invitation to  the totality of
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GIFT. For this reason the first year includes
a deepening of the supernatural life by the
growth in theological virtues, establishing a
personal relationship with Christ in the
Eucharist through constant prayer and con-

templation, and leading of the Eucharistic
life by means of accepting the life style of
the SABS Congregation.

The second year of the novitiate is supposed
to be a time of intensification of wvalues
emphasized during the canonical year. During
this period they will be sent to different
communities of professed sisters for a short
period of four months, so that they may
acquire a wider experience of community life
outside the novitiate. They also get sufficient
occasions to test their ability to maintain a
spirit of prayer in the midst of activities.
The local superior is responsible to give the
necessary guidance and help for them. At
the end of this period the novice gives a
written evaluation of her own experiences to
the novice mistress who guides afterwards
according to the needs. Nevertheless, it is
evident that even after these two year of
novitiate, we cannot expect a ‘complete’
transformation in the mnovices. However, we
have to understand that this systematic training
in the Novitiate is only the beginning of a
life-long conversion.

In order to deepen the spiritual life through
her growth in personal relationship with Christs
regular spiritual direction and guidance on
spiritual life especially on prayer are given.
Also they are initiated into the practise of
various types of prayer and methods of
meditation. Further there are occasions of
desert experience too when the whole day is
spent in prayer and solitude. Necessary personal
and communal directions are given to live the

Eucharistic life and devotional participation in
the Eucharistic worship.

To deepen the awareness of vocation as
a costly grace received from God as a free
gift and of our responsibility to respond to
this call a one month retreat is given. Again
to cultivate in them a taste of identification
with the various attitudes of Christ there are
guided monthly recollections by the sister-
in-charge.
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For the further deepening and gradual
growth in one’s identification with Christ as
a sister of SABS, a charism identification
retreat is made available for them during the
2nd year. Besides, due place has been given
to ascetical practices and the living of the
evangelical counsels considering their relevance
to religious life. The novices are guided in
a special way to accept suffering and
failures, boredom and loneliness of daily life
as part of asceticism.

They get sufficient opportunities to nurture
and experience more fully the spirit of self
denial, humility, spirit of forgiveness, right
attitudes towards correction, detachment from
family ties, sublimation of natural love etc.
To intensify this spirit, the community provides
with an atmosphere of regular dialogue and
evaluation in groups.

To make them aware of the dignity of
labour and sense of responsibility, different
kinds of works are assigned to them. The
realization of the hierarchy of values is
brought by reflection and confrontation with
life situations.

In order to make the formation more
sound and solid, necessary intellectual inputs
are offered on spiritual life, vowed life Sacred
Scripture liturgy, important Church documents,
community life and the life of the founder
and history of the congregation. Again a few
classes on Missions in general and particular
Mission of S. A. B. S. congregation are present-
ed to them so as to implant an apostolic
outlook and goal in mind.

With a view of cultivating healthy inter—
personal relationship with the community and
to learn to handle the tensions of living with
others enough practises are given by means
of group dynamics, community building
exercises and above all initiating them into a
community of faith in and around the
Eucharistic Lord. Further, the frequent
evaluations on community living create an
atmosphere of love and freedom. Sufficient
ocasions are provided with physical activities
such as sports, indoor and outdoor games
recreational activities both personal and group
and development of creativity through fine
arts.



Besides the frequent evaultions in between,
during the novitiate and towards the end
each novice will have an evaluation with the
mistress. The evaluation will be based mainly,
on the goals set up at the beginning of the
year. In all our efforts to establish a criterion,
we bear in mind that we are not looking
for the finished product but a person who
with her whole heart can say ‘yes’ to the
call of Christ to our congregation. It is
Mother Provincial in council who gives the
sanction to the Novices for their first pro-
fession in consultation with the mistress.

JUNIORATE:- When a young religious has
completed her novitiate, she makes a profession
of temporary vows and goes to an apostolic
community to continue her formation by
involving in the active apostolate of the con-
gregation. Though in the novitiate, the
candidates are exposed to an overall view of
the mission of the congregation, it is now
that she is asked to integrate that mission
into the fabric of her service. Ample oppor-
tunities are given to act on their own initiatives
in a responsible way. Through a prayerful
reflection on her mission experience and with
the help of continuing direction, the young
religious acquires a deeper experiential awar-
eness of her responsibility to contribute to
the mission of the congregation.

Such a period of formation extends from
five to nine years starting from the end of
novitiate to perpetual profession. The main
purpose of this period is to foster, broaden,
perfect and deepen the formation already
begun in the novitiate. A growing awarness
of the need of accountability is quite noticeable.
The programme of formation therefore is
arranged in such a way as to prepare the
young religious to accept Christ’s principles
and way of life as their own. A greater
emphasis is laid here to the human and
spiritual maturity of the young religious because
conversion to God through the profession
of evangelical counsels depends largely on the
degree of one’s certainty in regard to the
vocation and her readiness to be faithful to it.
. S0 we continue the religious, apostolic, doctr.
inal and technical formation of our junior
sisters in suitable communities.

Keeping their continual formation in miand,
sufficient provisions are supplied with, for

their personal, professional and spiritual guid-
ance. Though each person in the community is.
responsible for the mnewly vested sister, the
responsibility primarily is conferred on common
mistress along with the formation team and
the local superior concerned. The young sister
is free to choose anyone from formation team
as her directress in the continuing formation.
This is done by the consent of the Mother
Provincial with an understanding of the
Common mistress. It is the responsibility of the
common mistress to provide with occasional
days of renewal, prayer seminars, annual
retreats for their further deepening of spiritual
life. Besides, in preparation for the yearly
renewal of vows, courses are conducted for
them for a fortnight during the annual summer
season on topics related to over all development.

Concerning the guidance and direction of
those who are away from the community for
some study purpose, there is regular communi-
cation from either part-from the part of the
sister incharge as well as from the juniors by
means of letters and other printed materials
like S A B S. Bulletin, occasional circulars of
the Major Superiors etc. The mistress visits the
sisters in their local situation or place of
study at periodical intervals to assertain their
needs and to encourage and sustain the situation.

They are given occasions for limited
involvement in various activities within and
without the community, together with opport-
unities to relate to people of various ages,
professions and social status. Also there is
regular evaluation on the professional compet-
ency of the person, her aptitudes and attitudes
by the joint effort of the sister and her
immedidate superior. Thus she is helped to
discern finally her choice of the apostolate
with a special concern for the needs of the
local chuch today. Often the junior sisters
attend courses at centres like M.O.C., P. O.C.
in order to get mission orientation and to
acquire deeper knowledge in catechetics and
other religious subjects like scripture, spiritual-
ity, moral theology, relevant teachings of the
church and so on.

Juniorate is not a period set apart for
the religious formation alone. It is also a
period intended for professional formation for
the future. So according to their aptitude
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and ability, they are sent for college studies,
professional education or some other technical
training if not obtained earlier.

Bearing in mind that no one can give
herself authentically to God and her brethren
without sufficient maturity, provisions are given
for a good community relationship, both within
the SABS family and in the larger community of
the locality. They will also be guided for
healthy relationships as well as for the maximum
utilisation of time, health and one’s diverse
talents and abilities for the good of others.
 Opportunities are given to reflect occasionally
on one’s own community experiences by way
of discussions and sharing. Necessary guidance
and counselling in areas related to personality
development is made available by the sister-
in-charge They also get classes on Psychology
of community life and the charism of the
founder as it is lived by the members in the
various apostolates.

The various stages of formation in a
sense reaches its culmination in an intense
preparation for perpetual vows. The unique
and essential act whereby a religious is con-
secrated to God forever is preceded by a
sufficiently long immediate preparation spent
in reflective study and ardent prayer. This
period of special preparation lasts for six
months which is like a second novitiate, in

a separate community under the guidance of
an experienced sister.

The programme of formation includes
mainly a continuous dialogue between the
sister and the formation director. She gets
on going help to clarify her motivation and
take a definite decision about her final com-
mitment with all inner freedom. Evaluation
is made often of her religious commitment
in the congregations to the church and the
people of God. During this period there is
a programme designed for the individual to
discern, to clarify and become aware of
herself and the commitment she should be
making to God in the light of her call.
So also there is an identification of the SABS
charism through the process of one month
retreat integrated with charism identification.
Sufficient intellectual classes on various subjects
such as vowed life in detail, prayer, Indian
spirituality, Scripture, Philosophy, missiology,
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moral theology, psychology etc. are given by
experts. In order to nourish and flourish
their intellectual capacity and aptitudes, suffi-
cient resources, time and favourable environ-
ment are made available to them. Also at
this time they are fortunate enough to be
in the solitude and serenity of our Eucharistic
Lord which helps them to deepen their
God -experience.

Ongoing Formation

Since formation is ‘a life long process it
is not finished and completed by the end of
novitiate or Juniorate. The document P- C.
emphasizes this point and even requires the
superiors to provide whatever they can to
give religious to develop themselves in so far
as conditions, resources and time permit. So
the congregation urges her members to commit
themselves through out their lives for develop-
ing and completing their spiritual, doctrinal
and professional formation with care and
constancy.

However this period differs from the other
stages of formation. It is not an established
institution under the direction of a mistress
with specific programmes, rather it imposes
the personal responsibility of deepening the
various aspects of formation already begun
in the previous established stages. This stage
of continuing formation is of greater importance
since the religious is called for the perfection
of charity in the concrete circumstances of
her life, a task which demands a sort of
transfiguration of these various circumstances.
This is particularly important today when the
advancing environments demand a proportionate
progress in spiritual, intellectual and professional
spheres in religious life.  Therefore the
congregation is very keen about an ‘aggiorname-
into’ that is not temporary but lifelong.

As a part of ongoing formation, we have
a temporary cloistered life which favours the
renewal of the individual sisters. The minimum
duration of this period is considered to be
four months which can be extended accord-
ing to the need and desire of  the sister
concerned. For this purpose we have a house
attached to our generalate, but completely
separated from the rest of the community.
Here there is always a group consisting of
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fourteen sisters leading an austere life of
strict silence, contemplation and hard work.
They volunteer themselves for this life urged
by an ardent desire of union with the
Eucharistic Lord. They also get timely help
and directions whenever they need it. Fully
enriched spiritually by the hours of adoration
personal prayer, a deeper study of spiritual
life, they go back to their field of apostolic
activities after four months.

Another important step we have taken
is a deepening in the awareness and a conti-
nuouns growth in the spirit and charism of the
congregation. Based on our charism, a sincere
attempt for renewal is going on in our cong-
regation. For this, first we had an inspiring
course on charism followed by discipleship
retreat which helped us for the consolidation
of our vocation and the following of Jesus
as His true disciples. Though we knew our
call for discipleship, this retreat was an eye—
opener to us because it brought us to the
realisation of our real present situation. By
circulating an evaluation sheet, we could find
out the core problem and the various associated
problems in our communities to which we have
to turn our immediate attention. So we conducted
an evaluation and policy making retreat for
the whole congregation in which we studied
the problems in detail and drew some possible
solutions for them. Since the specific charism of
the congregation-Eucharistic worship and Euch,
aristic life-demands a contemplative life primarily
we had a charism identification retreat urging
us to identify ourselves with the person of
Jesus, as S A B S sisters. We are really gratefuj
to Fr. Rex S. J. who renders his generous help

and direction to us in all our efforts of

understanding and living of the foundation
charism.

We are happy that many of our senior
sisters are undergoing theological training in
institutions like Regina Mundi, De Nobili
College, Dharmaram College, Mater Dei,
Carmalaram, N. V. S. C., Sudeep which enables
them to continue their formation and to share
their experience and their expertise to the
community and to others.

It was the great desire of our Beloved °
Founder that as adoration sisters our whole
life should 'be centred in and around the
Eucharist. We also firmly believe that our
formation will succeed only if we attain this
goal. Keeping this in mind we have arranged
in such a way that there should be some
sisters always in communion with the Eucharistic
Lord at every hour of the day. This has been
made possible by dividing the members into
several units. It is through the adoration that
we are strengthened to put off the old man
and put on the new one, which is the goal
of our formation.

I hope I presented to you a rough outline
of our present formation programme. It has
its own drawbacks, I am sure. Our congregation
is aware of this fact and is taking new
measures to slove them and move forward in
the FEucharistic spirit and according to the
Foundation charism. We pray to the Eucharistic
Lord to bless all our endeavours for renewal

and all those who are helping us and direct-
ing us in our efforts.
